A PROCLAMATION.
GEORGE Y. R,
‘ TIEREAS it has heen represented that a

considerable Number of diccrderly Persons,
chicfly composed af Stockingcl'.:, ur'l’crsons cnl-~
plovci! in the Stocking Manufactories, have, fo'
some Time past, assembled themsclves together in
a riotous and tumultuous Mauner in the Town and
County of the Town of Nottingham, and likewise
in several Parts of the Countics of Nottinglam,
" Derby, and Leicester; and for the Purpose of com-
pellin‘g their Ewployers to comply with certain Re-
gulations prescribed by themselves with respect to
Work, and the Wages to be paid for the same, have
had Recourse to Measures of Torce and Violence,
and have actually committed various Acts of Out-
rage in different Parts of the Counties nlmve‘-mcn-
tioned, whereby the Property of many of Iis Ma-
jesty’s good Subjects has in scveral Jostances been
.wholly destroyed, and their szes and Propcr?lcs
are_still greatly endangered; We therefore, acting
in the Name and on the Behalf of His Majesty,
being duly sensible of the mischievons Conse-
quenges which roust inevitably ensue, as well to the
Peace of the Kingdom as to the Lives and Proper-
ties of Mis Majesty's Subjects, from such wicked
and illegal Practices, if they go unpunished, and
heing firmly resolved to cause the Laws to be put in
Execution for the Punishment of such Offenders,
have thought fit, by the Advice of IHis Majesty's
Privy Council, to issue this Eroclamation, hereby
strictly commanding all Justices of the PPeace, She-
riffs, Under Sherifis, and all other Civil OﬁlCCl‘S.
whatsoever, within the said Town ;}n(LCour}ty of
the Town of Nottingham, and the said Counties of
Nottingham, Derby, and Lcicester rcspcctlvel.y,
that they do use their utmost Eudeavours to dis-
cover, apprchend, and bring to Ju_stxce the Persons
concerned in the riotous Proceedings abovc.:-mcn-
tioned: And, as a further Inducement to discover
the said OFenders, We do hereby, acting as afore-
said, promise and declare that any Person or Per:
sons who shall discover and apprehend, or gause to

be discovered and apprehended, the Authors, Abet-
tors or T'erpetrators of any of the Qutrages above-
mentioned, so that they or any of them ay he
duly convicted thereof, shall be cutitied to the Sum
of FIFLY POUNDS for cach and every Person
who shall be so convicted, and shall also receive
His Majesty's most gracious Pardon for the said
Offence, in case the Person making such Discovery
as aforesaid shall be liable to be prosecuted for the
same: And the Lords Commissioners of Ilis Ma-
Justy's Treasury ave hereby required to nuke Pay-
ment accordingly of the said Reward,
