Act, 1914, that any Proclamation or Order in
Council made under Section 8 of the Customs
and Inland Revenue Act, 1879, as amended by
the Act now in recital, may, whilst a state of
war exists, be varied or added to by an Order
made by the Lords of the Council on. the recom-
mendation of the Board of Trade :

And whereas it is provided by Section 2 of
the Customs (Exportation Restriction) Act.
1914, that any Proclamation made under Section
1 of the Exportation of Arms Act. 1900, may,
whether the Proclamation was made before or
after the passing of the Act now in recital, be
varied or added to, whilst a state of war exists,
by an Order made by the Lords of the Council
on the recommendation of the Board of Trade :

And whereas by a Proclamation, dated the 10th
day of May 1917, and made under Section 8
of the Customs and Inland Revenue Act, 1879,.
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and Section 1 of the Exportation of Arms Act,
1900. and Section 1 of the Customs {Exporta-
tion Prohibition) Act. 1914, the exportation
from the United Kingdom, of certain articles to
certain or all destinations was prohibited :

And whereas by subsequent Orders of Council,
and by the Proclamations dated respectively
the 18th day of December 1918, and the 12th
day of March 1919, the said Proclamation was
.amended and added to in certain particulars :

And whereas there was this day read at the
Board a recommendation from the Board of
Trade to the following effect :—

That the articles indicated in the Proclama-
tion of the 10th day of May 1917, as amended
and added to by subsequent Orders of Council,
.and by the Proclamations dated respectively
the 18th day of December 1918, and the 12th
day of March 1919, as being prohibited to be
exported to all destinations in European and
Asiatic Russia and in other foreign countries
in Europe and on the Mediterranean, except
France and French Possessions, Italy and
Italian Possessions, Belgium, Portugal, Greece,
Serbia, Roumania, Iceland and the Faroe
Islands, Spain, Morocco, and Palestine and
Syria as far north as a line fro in Alexandretta
to Aleppo inclusive, and as far east as the
Hejaz railway inclusive, Czecho-Slovakia,
Alsace-Lorraine, and the portions of Austria -
Hungary and territories on the left bank of
the Rhine in the occupation of the Armies of
the Associated Governments, and to all ports
in any such foreign countries, should be pro-
hibited to be exported to all destinations in
European Russia and in other foreign countries
in Europe and on the Mediterranean, except
France and French possessions, Italy and
Italian Possessions, Belgium, Portugal, Greece,
Serbia, Rouinania, Iceland and the Faroe
Islands, Spain, Morocco, Palestine and Syria
as far north as a line from Alexandretta to
Aleppo inclusive, and as far east as the Hejaz
railway inclusive, Czecho-Slovakia, Alsace-
Lorraine, and the portions of Austria-Hungary
and territories on the left bank of the Rhine
in the occupation of the Armies of the Associ-
ated Governments, and to all ports in any such
foreign countries.

Now, therefore, their Lordships, having taken
the said recommendation into consideration, are
pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that
the same be approved.

Whereof the Commissioners of His Majesty's
Customs and Excise, and all other persons whom
it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

A candidate desiring to ofier any of the
subjects 48-60 or subject 65 must produce
•evidence satisfactory to the Commissioners of
Laboratory training in an institution of Uni-
versity rank. For (46) Astronomy, (47) Sta-
tistics, (61) Geography, (62) Physical Anthro-
pology, £c.,and (64) Agriculture,other equivalent
training will be required. There will be no
laboratory test as a part of the examination.

Extra Numerum Subject.—Candidates may
take, in addition to the above, one of the trans-
lation papers of Section A., in a language not
-already taken by them in either section, not
more than one of the Scandinavian languages,
nor more than one of the three, Spanish, Italian,
Portuguese, being offered by the same candidate
either in Section. A. or extra numerum ; for this
100 marks will be awarded not included in the
800 of Section A. or the 1000 of Section B.

3. From the marks assigned to candidates in
each subject such deduction will be made as the
Civil Service Commissioners may deem necessary
in order to secure that no credit be allowed for
merely superficial knowledge.

Moreover, if a candidate's handwriting is not
•easily legible, a further deduction will, on that
account be made from the total marks otherwise-
accruing to him.

4. Application for permission to attend one
of these examinations must be made in the
writing of the Candidate, at such times and ir
such manner as may be fixed by the Commis-
sioners.

5. A fee of £6 will be required from every
•candidate attending an examination.

6. Out of the list resulting from each examina-
tion will be filled (provided there be candidates
duly qualified) such of the following vacancies
as are not filled by means of a Reconstruction
Scheme under the Order in Council of 18th
December 1918 :—

(a) All the vacancies in Class I. which may
have been reported to the Civil Service Com-
missioners up to the date of the announce-
ment of the result of the Examination ;

(b) Any additional vacancies occurring
within six months from the date of the an-
nouncement of the result of the Examination,
which the Head of the Department may
desire to have so filled.

Candidates will be allow d to choose, accord-
ing to their place on the list, among the vacancies
(a) for which they are duly qualified.; or they
may elect to wait for the chance of a vacancy (b).
When vacancies (b) occur, they v>ill be offered
in rotation to the qualified candidates then on
the list, who will be free to decline them without
forfeiting their claim to subsequent vacancies (ft).

No undertaking can be given as to the pro-
portion of vacancies that may be filled under
these Regulations and under the Reconstruction
Scheme respectively.

7. For any examination that may be held in
the year 1921 the following Regulations will take
the place of " General Regulations respecting
Open Competitive Examinations for situations
in the Civil Service included in Schedule A of
the Order in Council of 10th January 1910."

8. These examinations are open to all persons
being of the requisite age. health and character,
subject to such restrictions as are contained in
these Regulations.

9. Candidates must be natural-born British
subjects and the children of natural-born British
subjects, or of natural-born subjects or citizens
of an allied or associated country, provided that
exception may be made in the case of candidates
who have served in His Majesty's Armed Forces
during the War. Further, a candidate will not
be eligible for appointment to the Admiralty,
Colonial Office, or War Office unless his father
is also a British subject, except by special per-
mission from the Head of the Department
concerned.

10. (i) The following persons are ineligible,
viz. :—

Members of the Royal Irish Constabulary
of less than five years' service.
(ii) The following classes of persons are

eligible under certain conditions only, that is
to say :—

(a) Persons actually serving in the Army.
(b) Persons actually serving in the Navy.
(c) Persons holding situations in the Civil

Service.
(d) Members of the Royal Irish Constabulary

of more than five years' service.
(e) Persons who have entered upon or com-

pleted a course of education or training for
the occupation of teacher, on account of which
grants are payable from the Exchequer.

No- person actually serving in the Army
will be eligible unless he produces to the Civil
Service Commissioners, when called upon to
do so, the permission of his Commanding

. Officer to attend the examination, dated,
before the commencement of -the competition
and given in accordance with such oideis as
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may from time to time be issued by or under
the authority of the Army Council.

No person actually serving in the Navy
will be eligible unless he produces to the Civil
Service Commissioners, when called upon to
do so, the permission of his Commanding
Officer to attend the examination, dated
before the commencement of the competition
and given in accordance with such orders as
may from time to time be issued by or under
the authority of the Lords Commissioners of
the Admiralty.

Persons comprised in the classes (c), (d)
must obtain the permission of the authorities
of their Department to attend the examina-
tion before the commencement of the com-
petition.

Persons comprised in class (e) will not be
qualified to receive appiontments until the
consent of the Board of Education in England.

the Committee of Council on Education for
Scotland, or the Commissioners of National
Education, Ireland, as the case may be, given
in conformity with rules sanctioned by the
Lords of the Treasury, has been notified to
the Civil Service Commissioners.

11. In reckoning age for competition persons
who have served or are serving in His Majesty's
Armed Forces may deduct from their actual
age any time during which they have served.

12. At any examination that may be held in
the year 1921 candidates serving in any civil
situation to which they were admitted with the
certificate of the Civil Service Commissioners
will be deemed eligible in respect of age if their
age, with the deductions allowed under the
General Regulations, was between 22 and 24
on 1st August of any year from 1914 to 1920
inclusive.

Section I.

DEFINITIONS OP TERMS.

Firth of Forth.—All the waters bounded on
the east by a straight line joining Elieness and
Fidra, and extending as far as the tide flows.

The Port.—The limits of the Dockyard Port of
Rosyth are :—

On the east a line drawn 180° (S. 18° W.
Mag.} through the south point of Carron
harbour in the county of Fife to the south
shore of the Firth of Forth.

On the west a line drawn 0° (N. 18° E. Mag.}
through Carriden house to the north shore of
the Firth of Forth.

King's Harbour Master.—The King's Harbour
Master, Rosyth.

Thick or Fogtjy Weather.—Any weather con-
ditions which prevent objects 500 yards off being
clearly visible, such as fog, mist, falling snow or
heavy rainstorms.

Section II.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS.

Until further notice the following Regulations
are to be observed by all merchant ships in the
Firth of Forth. All orders and instructions given
by the King's Harbour Master or any patrol vessel
are to be implicitly obeyed.

2. The ordinary rules for navigation and safe
conduct are to be adhered to in the Firth of Forth
except so far as they are affected by these Regula-
tions.

3. Nothing in these Regulations exonerates the
owner, master or agent of any ship from any
neglect of the ordinary rules for the navigation
and safe conduct of ships.

By Day.—When any of H.M. Ships or other

Outwards, through the Bridge channel, she
will hoist the letter " 0 " flag at the fore, or

Inwards, through the Bridge channel, she
will hoist the Union flag at the fore,
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•and the signal stations at North Queensferry,
Dockyard and Ch.arlestown will repeat this signal.
All other vessels, craft and boats of every descrip-
tion under way nre to keep out of the way of the
•said ship flying the " 0 " flag or Union flag as the

be navigated with due care and moderate speed,
