2. NuGen is a joint venture between Toshiba and ENGIE (formerly

Project and to support the UK Government’s drive to a low-carbon
economy. Both companies have extensive experience across the
world in the nuclear energy sector.

3. The application for the Moorside Project is anticipated to be
submitted in the second quarter of 2017.

4. The proposed DCO would, among other matters, licence and
authorise the construction operation and maintenance of the
Moorside Project, which comprises:

4.1. The Moorside Power Station at the Moorside Site

The Moorside Power Station will be located at the Moorside Site and

comprises up to three AP1000® reactors, which will be capable of
producing up to 3.8 Gigawatts (“GW”) nominal gross electrical
capacity. This figure is subject to turbine technology choices which
NuGen is currently considering and as a result, the generating
capacity that is ultimately in the DCO application may be lower than
this figure. NuGen has a secured Connection Agreement with National
Grid to export up to 3.4GW of electricity to the grid and any increase
in this figure would be subject to future agreement with National Grid.
The Moorside Site encompasses land adjacent to the Sellafield Site,
west of the settlement of Calder Bridge and to the south and west of
the settlement of Beckermet, in the Borough of Copeland in the
county of Cumbria.

The Moorside Power Station includes the following integral elements
and associated development:

- Nuclear island (x3) including:

e Free-standing steel containment vessel (x3);

e Concrete shield building (x3);

e Auxiliary building (x3);

- All founded on integral base-mat which supports these buildings

e The turbine building (x3) (each building forms part of a Power

e The annexe building (x3) (each building forms part of a Power
Block and includes functions such as the health physics area);

- A New Moorside Access Road;

- A River Ehen Floodplain Bridge;

- A Substation;

- A visitor centre which may include conferencing facilities and a
viewing platform/elevated walkway;

- Drainage and freshwater supply pipes and infrastructure including
any necessary Sustainable Urban Drainage Systems pumphouses,
attenuation ponds, and related works;

- All internal roads, limited car parking, vehicle storage, rest/service
areas for outages (planned maintenance periods);

alongside and connected to the existing railway track, to provide
enhanced capacity to improve the Cumbrian Coast Line and enabling
NuGen charter and freight trains to operate along with scheduled
trains without interruption at the St. Bees Railway Site.

e The Corkickle to Mirehouse Railway will include the following
railway track, buildings, structures, plant and equipment:

e A new stretch of railway track approximately 3.2km in length
alongside and connected to the existing railway track, to provide
enhanced capacity to improve the Cumbrian Coast Line and enabling
NuGen charter and freight trains to operate along with scheduled
trains together with a new railway platform at Corkickle and a new
railway platform at Mirehouse, all at the Corkickle to Mirehouse
Railway Site.

4.3 The Accommodation Sites

The Accommodation Sites (the Mirehouse Site, the Corkickle Site and
the Egremont Site) will provide infrastructure and facilities needed to
support the construction of the Moorside Project, with some also
containing infrastructure and facilities to support the operational
phase of the Moorside Power Station:

- The Mirehouse Site is located on land to the immediate south of
Mirehouse Road on the urban edge of Whitehaven and is
approximately 67 hectares in area. It will comprise construction
worker accommodation and facilities for an estimated 2,500
occupants. The Mirehouse Site has the reserve capacity to potentially
accommodate a further 1,000 temporary bed spaces providing an
estimated 3,500 occupants in total, if other identified and assumed
accommodation was not forthcoming. It would also include car
parking facilities (with up to 809 car parking spaces); a shuttle coach
interchange; up to four facilities management buildings — one of which
could provide evening entertainment facilities; new egress and access
roads, sports pitches and amenity spaces.

4.5 Port of Workington Development
Development and works at the Port of Workington including:

e use of, and potential alterations to, land and buildings located at
the water side;
