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This doty shall be increased by fifty per cent.,
ae a fine, if the valuation of the Experts is ten per
cent, above the declared value.

If the value, as determined by the arbitration,
exceeds the declared value by five per cent., the
costs of the inquiry by the Experts shall be de-
frayed by the declarant. In the contrary case, they
shall be defrayed by the French Custom-house.

ARTICLE VIII.
In the cases contemplated by Article VI the two

arbitrating Experts shall be named, one by the de-
clarant the other by the local Chief of the French
Customs Service. If there be difference of opinion
between them, or if, at the time of appointing the
Experts, the declarant shall require it, the Experts
shall choose an Umpire. In default of agreement,
this Umpire shall be appointed by the President of
the Tribunal of Commerce at the port of importa-
tion, or, in his default, by the President of the
Tribunal of Commerce at the nearest place.

The decision of the Arbitrators shall be given
within the fifteen days which follow their nomina-
tion.

ARTICLE IX.
Independently of the duties of Customs, articles

of goldsmith's work, and of jewellery of British
manufacture in gold, silver, platina, or other metals,
imported into France, shall be subject to the system
of control established in that country for similar
articles of domestic manufacture, and shall pay, if
it becomes necessary, on the same basis as those,
the duties of marking and guarantee.

ARTICLE X.

The Tariff annexed to the present Convention
shall, independently of the articles already admis-
sible under the Treaty of the 23d of January last,
be immediately applicable to refined sugars, to
works in metal, to machines, to detached pieces of
machines, to tools, and to mechanical instruments
of every description.

ARTICLE XI.

The present Convention shall have the same
duration as the Treaty concluded between the
High Contracting Parties on the 23d of January
last, of which it is a complement.

ARTICLE XII.
The present Convention shall be ratified, and the

ratifications shall be exchanged at Paris within
fifteen days, or sooner if possible.

In witness whereof, the respective Plenipoten-
tiaries have signed it, and have affixed thereto the
seal of their arms.

Done, in duplicate, at Paris, the twelfth day of
October one thousand eight hundred and sixty.

Ce droit sera augment^ de cinquante pour cent a
titre d'amende, si Evaluation des Experts est de
dix pour cent superieure a la valeur declare.

Si la valeur de'termine'e par la decision arbitrale
excede la valeur dSclaree de cinq pour cent, les
frais de 1'expertise seront supported par le d6clarant.
Dans le cas coutraire ils seront supported par la
Douane Frangaise.

ARTICLE VIII.
Dans les cas preVns par 1'Article VI, les deux;

arbitres Experts seront nommes 1'un par le decla-
rant, 1'autre par le Chef local du Service des
Douanes Frangaises. En cas de partage, ou meme
au moment de la constitution de 1'arbitrage, si le
declarant le requiert, les Experts choisiront un
tiers arbitre. S'il y a disaccord, celui-ci sera
nomme' par le President du Tribunal de Commerce
du port d'introduction; a defaut par le Pr6sident
du Tribunal de Commerce du lieu le plus voisin.

La decision arbitrale devra etre rendue dans
les quinze jours qui suivront la constitution de
1'arbitrage.

ARTICLE IX.

Independamment des taxes de Douane, les
articles d'orflvrerie et de bijouterie en or, argent,
platine, ou autres m6taux du manufacture Britau-
nique import6s en France, seront soumis au regime
de controle etabli dans ce pays pour les articles
similaires de fabrication nationale, et payeront, s'il
y a lieu, sur la meme base que ceux-ci, lesdroits de
marque et de garantie.

ARTICLE X.

Le Tarif annexg a la pr6sente Convention sera
imrne'diatement applicable, ind£pendarnment des
articles dejtl admissibles en vertu du Trait£ du 23
Janvier dernier, aux sucres ratiines, aux ouvrages
en metaux, machines, pieces de'tache'es de machines,
outils, et mecaniquea de toute espece.

ARTICLE XL

La pr^sente Convention aura la meme dur£e
que le Traite conclu entre les Hautes Parties Con-
tractantes le 23 Janvier dernier, dont elle est 1'un
des complements.

ARTICLE XII.
La presente Convention sera ratifie'e, et les

ratifications en seront echangees a Paris dans la
delai de quinze jours, ou plus tot si faire se peut.
