Judge­

ments which Our manifold Sir.s and Provocations 

have most justly deserved ; and imploring his Bles­

sing and AiTntance on Our Arms, and for restoring 

and perpetuating Peace, Safety and Prosperity to 

U S and Our Kingdoms : And W e do strictly .charge 

and command, Tha t the said Publick Fast be re­

verently and devoutly observed by all Our loving 

Subjects in England, Oar Dominion of Wales, and 

Town of Berwick upon Tweed, as they tender the. 

Favour of Almighty God, and would avoid His 

Wrath and Indignation; and upon Pain of such 

Punishment as We may justly inflict on all. such as 
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contemn and neglect the Performance of so religious 

and necessary a Duty. And for the better and more 

orderly solemnizing the same, W e have given Direc­

tion? to the Most Reverend the Archbilbops, and the 

Right Reverend the Biihops of England, to compose 

a Form of Prayer suitable to this Occasion, to be 

used in all Churches, Chapels,, and Places of Publick 

Worship ; and to take Care the fame be timely dis­

persed throughout their respective Dioceses.
