HIS Day His Majefty came to the Houfe

of Peers, and being in His Royal Robes,
feated on the Throne with the ufual Solemnity,
Sir Francis Molyneux, Gentleman Uther of the
Black Rod, was fent with a Meflage from His Ma-
jefty to the Houfe of Commons, commanding their
Attendance in the Houle of Peers. The Commons
being come thither accordingly, His Majefty was
pleafed to make the following moft gracious Speech:

My Lords, and Gentlemen,
THE Events which have taken pIace in the
Courfe of the prefent Year, and the fignal
Succefs which, by the Bleffiig of Providence, has
attended My Arms, have been produdtive of the
happieft Confequences, and have effentially pro-
moted the Profperity and Glory of Onr Country.
The unexampled Series of Our Naval Triumphs
has received frefh Splendor from the memorable and
decifive Ation in which a Detachment of My Fleet,
under the Command cf Rear-Admiral. Lord Nelfon,
attacked and almoft totally deftroyed a fuperior
Force of the Enemy, {henuthcned by every Advan-
tage of Situation: By thxs great and brilliant Vic-
tory, an Enterprife of which the Injultice, Pcrﬁdy,
and Extravagance, had fixed the Attention of the
World, and which was peculiarly directed againft
fome of the moft valuable Interefts of the Britith
Empire, has, in the firft Inftance, been tumed to the
Confufion of its Adlithors; -and the Blow thus
given to the Power and Influence of France has
afforded an Opening which, if 1mproved by fuitable
Exertions on the Part of other Powers, may lead to
the general Deliverance of Europe.” ~

The Wifdom and Magnanimity fo eminently dif.-

played at this Conjunéture by the Eniperor of
Ruffi id, and the Decifion and Vigour of the Ottoman

Porte, have thewn that thole Powers are 1mpre{1'ed’

with a juft Senfe of the- ‘prefent Crifis’t and their'
Example, joined to the Difpofition manifefted almo{k

univerfally in the different Countries firuggling un-
der the Yoke of France, mult be a powerful Encou-
ragement to other States to adopt that vigorous
Line of Conduét, which Experience has proved to
be alone confiftent with Security or Honor.

The Extent of Our Preparations at Home, and
the Demonftrations of Zeal and Spirit among all
Ranks of My Subjetts, have deterred the Enemy
from attempting to cxecute their vain Threat of
invading the Coafls of this Kingdom.

In Ireland, the Rebellion which they had infti-
gated has been curbed and reprefled ; the Troops
which they landed for its Support have be¢n com-
pelled to furrender ; and the Armaments fince def-
tined for the fame Puipofe have, by the Vigilance
and A&mty of My Squadrons, been captured or
dzfperfed The Views and. Principles of thofe who,
in Concert with Our inveterdte Enemy, have long
planned the Subverfion of Our Conftitution, have
been fully dete@ed anid expofed, and their Treafons
made ‘manifeft to the World, Thofle whom they
hacI mifled or feduced muft now be awakened to
then Duty; and a juft’ Senfe of the Miferies and
Horrors which thefe ‘traitérous Defigns ‘have pro-
duced, muft imprefs on the Minds of all My faith-
ful . Siibje@s the’ Neceflity of continuing to repel
