thought fit, in the name and on the behalf of His
Majesty, and by and with the advice of His Ma-
jesty's Privy Council, to issue this Proclamation,
hereby appointing and commanding that a General
Thanksgiving to Almighty God, for these His
imxrcies, be observed throughout those parts of the
United Kingdom called England and Ireland, on
Thursday the thirteenth day of January next; and for
the better and more orderly solemnizing the same,
We have given directions to the Most Reverend the
Archbishops, and Right Reverend the Bishops of
England, to compose a Form of Prayer suitable to
the occasion, to bctised in all churches and chapel-;,
and other places of public worship; and to t Jte
care for the t imely dispersing of the same through-
out their respective dioceses. And We do strictly
charge and command, that the said Public Day of
Thanksgiving be - religiously observed by all His
Majesty's loving subjects, as they tender the favour
of Almighty God, and upon pain of Suffering such
punishment, as may be justly inflicted upon all such
who shall contemn or neglect the same.
