previous ta each Levee, in order that they may be sub-
mitted for the King's approbation; it being His Ma-
jesty’s command, that no presentation shall hereafier
be made at the Levee, but in conformity with the
above regulations; and further, that no person shall
be admitted, on any pretence whatever, who has not
been so présented.
