V 7 HEREAS a Definitive Treaty of Peace
. and Friendship between Us and Qur
Allies and His Imperial Majesty the Emperor of
all the Russias was concluded at Paris, on the
thirtieth day of Blarch last, and the Ratifications
thereof have now been duly exchanged; In Con-
formity thereunto, We have thouglht fit hereby to
command that the same be published throughout
all Our Dominions; And We do declare to all
Our Loving Subjects, Our Will and Pleasure that
the said Treaty of Peace and Friendship be ob-
served inviolably, as well by Sea as by Land, and
in all cases whatsoever; strictly charging and
commanding all Our Loving Subjects to take
notice hereof, and to conform themselves there-
unto accordingly.

Given at Our Court at Buckingham Palace,
this twenty-eighth day of April, in the
year of our Lord one thousand eight
bundred and fifty-six, and in the nine-
teenth year of Our Reign.

and We do earnestly exhort all Qur loving Suli-
jects that they do religiously observe the said public
Day of Thanksgiving ; and, for the better and
more devout Solemnization of the same, We have
given directions to the Most Reverend the Arch-
bishops and the Right Reverend the Bishops of
England, to compose a Form of Prayer and
Thanksgiving suitable to this occasion, to be used
in all Churcbes and Chapels, and other Places of
Public Worship, and to take care for the timely
dispersing of the same throughout their respceetive
Dioceses.
