WHEREAS in pursuance of sub-section two
of the fourth section of the Bisbopricks

Act, 1878, the Ecclesiastical Commissioners for
England, on the twenty-sixth day of April one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-eight, certified
to Her Majesty under their common seal, that the
annual value of the Wakefield Bijlioprick Endow-
ment Fund, together with the annual sum of
three hundred pounds to be derived from the
contributory Bishoprick of Hipon is not less than
three thousand pounds a year ; and also, that con-
tributions to the said fund, sufficient to raise the
same fund up to three thousand five hundred
pounds a year within five years from the date of
the certificate, have been guaranteed to the satis-
faction of the said Commissioners;

And further, whereas, with the assent of the
Right Honourable and most Reverend William
Archbishop of York, the said Commissioners
have, for the purpose of re-arranging the boun-
dary between those parts of the existing dioceses
of York and Ripon, which will be affected by the
foundation of the intended Bishoprick of Wake-
field, recommended, in pursuance of section two
of the Fourth Schedule to the said Act, that in
any Order of Her Majesty in Council whereby
the said Bishoprick of Wakefield may be founded,
provision be made for including within the diocese

• of the same Bishoprick of Wakefield the ecclesi-
astical parish of Woolley, and the ecclesiastical

parish of Warmfield and the ecclesiastical parish
of Crofton ; all of which said three ecclesiastical
parishes are now situate in the said diocese of
York: '

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the above-
mentioned Act, Her Majesty is pleased, by and
with the advice of Her Most Honourable Privy
Council to order and declare as follows:—

1. The Bishoprick of Wakefield is hereby
founded.

2. The diocese of the said Bishoprick shall con-
sist of—

(a.) So much of that part of the diocese of
Ripon, which lies southward of the northern
boundaries of the ancient common law
parishes of Halifax, Birstal, Batley, West
Ardsley, East Ardsley, and Wakefield, as is
hereunder described, viz., so much thereof as
lies southward of the northern boundaries of
the following ecclesiastical parishes, viz., Hep-
tonstall, Luddenden, Ovenden St. John, Haley
Hill, Charlestown St. Thomas, Coley, Light-
cliffe, Wike, Whitechapel, Birkenshaw-cum-
Hunsworth, Tong, Drighlington, Gilder-
some, Morley St. Peter, West Ardsley, East
Ardsley, Outwood St. Mary Magdalene, and
Stanley; and

(6.) That part of the diocese of York, which is
comprised within the limits of the three
ecclesiastical parishes of Woolley, Warm-
field, and Crofton.

3. The parish church of All Saints, Wakefield,
subject to the rights of the patron and in-
cumbent of such church, shall be the Cathedral
Church.

4. The Bishop of. Wakefield is constituted a
body corporate, and is hereby invested with all
such rights privileges and jurisdictions as are
possessed by any other Bishop in England, and is
subject to the metropolitan jurisdiction of the
Archbishop of York.

5. This Order shall come into operation on the
publication of the same in the London Gazette.

Brighton
and being in the parish of Preston in the county
of Sussex and in the diocese of Chichcster.

" Whereas it appears to us to be expedient that
a district chapelry should be assigned to the said

•church of Saint.Saviour situate as aforesaid.
" Now therefore with the consent of the Right

. Reverend Richard Bishop of the said diocese of
Cldchester (testified by his having signed and

. settled this representation) we the said Ecclesias-
tical Commissionprs humbly represent that it
would in our opinion be expedient that all that

. part. of the said parish of Preston which is
• described in the schedule hereunder written, all
which part together with the boundaries thereof

' is delineated and set forth on the map or plan
hereunto annexed should be assigned as a district

; chapt'lry to the said church of Saint Saviour
situate as aforesaid and that the: same should be
named. * The District Chapelry of Saint Saviour
Preston, Brighton.'

• . " And with the like consent of the said
Richard, Bishop of the said diocese of Chichester
(testified as aforesaid) we the said Ecclesiastical
.Commissioners further represent that it appears
to us to be expedient that "banns of matrimony
should be published and .that marriages baptisms
churchings and burials should be solemnized or
performed at the csaid church -of Saint Saviour
situate, as af.ore.-aid and that. the. fees to be ,
received in respect of the publication of such

banns and of the solemnization or performance
of the said offices should be paid and belong to
tho minister of the same church for the time
being. Provided always that so long as the
Reverend Allan Davidson Freeman Clerk in
Holy Orders the present vicar or incumbent of
the vicarage of the said parish of Preston shall
continue to be such vicar or incumbent all the
fees which may be received in respect of such
publication of banns and solemnization or per-
formance of church offices as aforesaid at the said
church of Saint Saviour situate as aforesaid by
the minister of the same church shall be paid over
by him to the said Allan Davidson Freeman.
And provided also that nothing herein contained
shall be construed as expressing any intention on
the part of us the said Commissioners to concur
in or approve the taking of any fee for the per-
formance of the said office of baptism or for the
registration thereof.

"We therefore humbly pray that Your Majesty
will be graciously pleased to take, the premises
into Your Royal consideration and to make such
Order with respect thereto as to Your Majesty
in Your Royal wisdom shall seem meet.

" The SCHEDULE to which the foregoing
Representation has reference.

" The District Chapelry of Saint Saviour,
Preston, Brighton, being :—

" All that part of the parisli of Preston in the
county of Sussex and in the diocese of Chichester
wherein the present incumbent of that parish still
possesses the exclusive cure of souls which is
bounded upon the south partly by the parish of
Brighton and partly by the district of Saint Bar-
tholomew Brighton, upon the east by the district
chapelry of Saint Martin Brighton, all in the
county and diocese aforesaid aud upon all other
sides that is to say upon the north, upon the
north-west and upon the west by an imaginary
line commencing upon the boundary which divides
the said district chapelry of Saint Martin Brighton
from the parish of Preston aforesaid at a point in
the middle of Ditchling-road immediately over the
middle of the line of the eastern branch of the
London Brighton and South Coast Railway and
extending thence first westward then south-west-
ward and then southward to and along the middle
of the said line of railway for a distance of forty-
four chains or thereabouts to the boundary at the
bridge which carries the same line of railway over
New England-road which boundary divides the
said parish of Preston from the parish of Brighton
aforesaid."

And whereas the said representation has been
approved by Her Majesty in Council; now, there-
fore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice of Her
said Council, is pleased hereby to ratify the said
representation, and to order and direct that.the
same and every part thereof shall be effectual in
Law immediately from and after the time when
this Order shall have been duly published in the
London Gazette pursuant to the said Acts ; and
Her Majesty, by and with the like advice, is pleased
hereby to direct that this Order be forthwith
registered by the Registrar of the said diocese, of
Chichester.

instant in the words following viz.:—
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" Your Majesty having been pleased by Youi
Order in Council of the twelfth July one thousam
eiglit hundred and eighty-seven to refer unto this
Committee a scheme of the Ecclesiastical Com-
missioners for England dated the ninth June one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-seven (pre-
pared in pursuance of the Act of the third ant
fourth years of Your Majesty's reign, chapter one
hundred and thirteen and of the Act of the sixtl
and seventh yea fa of Your Majesty's reign, chaptei
thirty-seven and of the Act of the nineteenth an<3
twentieth years of Your Majesty's reign, chaptei
one hundred and four) for constituting ' The
District of Saint Andrew, Worthing,' to be taken
partly out of the consolidated chapelry or new
parish of the Holy Trinity, Worthing, partly out
of the new parish (sometime district chapelry) of
Christ Church, Worthing, and partly out of the
parish of Broadwater, all in the county of Sussex,
and in the diocese of Chichester, and certain
papers forwarded by the said Ecclesiastical Com-
missioners on the subject; also a petition from
the incumhents proposed to be affected by the
said scheme, and others, praying Your Majesty to
withhold Your approval from the said scheme.

" The Lords of the Committee in obedience to
Your Majesty's said Order of Reference have taken
the said scheme and papers and petition into con-
sideration and having heard Counsel for the
Reverend Edward King Elliott the Reverend
Francis Cruso the Reverend Joseph Lancaster
John Deacon Ksquire James Maden Holt Esquire
and the Right Honourable Thomas George Earl
of Lichfield in support of the said petition in
opposition to the said scheme their Lordships do
this day agree humbly to report to Your Majesty
as their opinion that the said scheme of the
Ecclesiastical Commissioners for England ought
to be ratified by Your Majesty."

Her Majesty having taken the said report into
consideration was pleased by and with the advice
oi Her Privy Council to approve thereof.

And whereas the said scheme has been approved
by Her Majesty in Council now therefore Her
Majesty by and with the advice aforesaid is
pleased hereby to ratify the said scheme (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) and to order and
direct that the same and every part thereof shall
be effectual in law immediately from and after the
time when this Order shall have been duly pub-
lished in the London Gazette pursuant to the said
Acts and Her Majesty by and with the like advice
is pleased hereby to direct that this Order be
forthwith registered by the Registrar of the
diocese of Chichester.

Whereof all persons whom it may concern are
to take notice and govern themselves accordingly.

SCHEME referred to in the foregoing Order:—
• "We, the Ecclesiastical Commissioners for

England in pursuance of the Act of the third and
fourth years of Your Majesty chapter one hundred
and thirteen, of the Act of the sixth and seventh
years of Your Majesty chapter thirty-seven, and
of the Act of the nineteenth and twentieth years
of Your Majesty chapter one hundred and four
have prepared and now humbly lay bi-fore Your
Majesty in Council the following scheme for con-
stituting a separate district for spiritual purposes
to be taken partly out of the consolidated chapelry
or new parish of the Holy Trinity, Worthing,
partly out of the new. parish (sometime district
chapelry of Christ Church, Worthing, and partly
out of the parish of Broadwater, all in the county
of Sussex and in the diocese of Chichester.

" Whereas it has been made to appear to us
that it would promote the interests of religion
that the particular portions of the said consolidated
chapelry or new parish of the Holy Trinity
Worthing, of the said new parish of Christ Church,
Worthing, and of the said parish of Broadwater
which are hereinafter mentioned and described
should be constituted a separate district in manner
hereinafter recommended and proposed.

" And whereas there is not at present within
the limits of the said proposed district any conse-
crated church or chapel in use for the purposes of
Divine worship.

"And whereas for the purpose of providing an
endowment for the said proposed district, George
Wedd of Charrnan Dean near Worthing, in the
said county of Sussex, Esquire, has contributed a
sum of two thousand six hundred and twenty-five
pounds four pounds per centum perpetual deban-
ture stock of the Midland Railway Company and
has transferred the same into our name in the
books of the same Company to be held in trust by
us as and for a permanent endowment for the
minister or incumbent for the time being of the
said proposed district, and so soon as the said
district shall have become a new parish under the
provisions of the hereinbefore secondly-mentioned
Act then of the said new parish, the amount of
the annual interest and dividends to accrue due
on account of the said sum of stock, or from or
on account of any other securities which may be
at any time substituted for the same, to be receiv-
able by the said minister or incumbent for the
time being when he shall have been duly licensed
according to the provisions of the secondly here-
inbefore-mentioned Act.

" And whereas the said sum of two thousand
six hundred and twenty-five pounds four pounds
per centum perpetual debenture stock of the Mid-
land Railway Company aforesaid has been so
provided as aforesaid upon the understanding that
we the said Ecclesiastical Commissioners should
grant and pay out of our common fund created
by the firstly hereinbefore mentioned Act to the
minister or incumbent for the time being of the
said proposed district or (as the case may be) -new
parish when duly licensed as aforesaid a yearly
sum of forty-five pounds and upon the further
understanding and condition that (such arrange-
ment appearing to us to be expedient) we should
recommend and propose to Your- Majesty in
Council that the whole right of patronage of the
said proposed district, or (as the case may be) new
parish, and of the nomination of the-minister or
incumbent thereto should be assigned to the said
George Wedd his heirs or assigns for the first
turn only and afterwards to the Warden Council
and Scholars of Keble College in the University
of Oxford and their successors and assigns.

" And whereas we the said Commissioners
lave agreed to make a grant of forty-five pounds
per annum accordingly, and the same will in due
course be secured to the minister or incumbent of
the said district or new parish and his successors
>y an instrument to be executed 'by us the

said Commissioners under our common seal in
accordance with the prjvisions of the Act of the
wenty-ninth and thirtieth years "of Your Majesty,

chapter one hundred and eleven.
' Now therefore with the consent of the Right

Reverend Richard, Bishop of the said diocese of
hichester (in testimony whereof he has signed

and sealed this scheme) we the said Ecclesiastical
Commissioners humbly recommend and propose
that all those portions of the said consolidated
chapelry or new parish'of the Holy Trinity,
Worthing, of the said new- parish of Christ
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Church, Worthing, and of the said parish of
Broadwater, which said portions are described in
the schedule hereunder written, and together with
the boundaries thereof, are delineated and set
forth on the map or plan hereunto annexed, shall
upon and from the day of the date of the publi-
cation in the London Gazette of an Order of
Your Majesty in Council ratifying this scheme
become and be constitued a separate district for
spiritual purposes and that the same shall be
named «The District of Saint Andrew, "Worthing.*

" And we further recommend and propose that
the whole right of patronage of the said proposed
district, and when the said district shall have
become a new parish as aforesaid, then of the said
new parish, and of the nomination of the minister
or incumbent thereto shall without any assurance
in the law other than this scheme and any duly
gazetted Order of Your Majesty in Council rati-
fying the same, and upon and from the day of
the date of the publication of such Order in the
London Gazette as aforesaid, be assigned to and
become and be absolutely vested in and shall and
may be exercised for one turn, and that the
first turn only, by the said George Wedd his
heirs and assigns, and that all the residue and
remaining turns of the said right of patronage
and nomination shall in like manner be assigned
to and become and be vested in and shall and may
from time to time be exercised by the said Warden
Council and Scholars of Keble College in the
University of Oxford and their successors and
assigns for ever.

" And we further recommend and propose that
nothing herein contained shall prevent us from
recommending and proposing any other measures
relating to the matters aforesaid or to any of them
in accordance with the provisions of the said Acts
or of any of .them or of any other Act of Parlia-
ment.

" The SCHEDULE to which the foregoing
Scheme has reference.

" The District of Saint Andrew, Worthing,
comprising:—

" All that portion of the consolidated chapelry
or new parish of the Holy Trinity Worthing in
the county of Sussex and in the diocese of Chiches-
ter, together with all that portion of the new
parish (sometime district chapelry) of Christ
Church, Worthing, in the same county and diocese
and together with all that portion of the parish of
Broadwater in the county and diocese aforesaid
wherein the present incumbent of such parish now
possesses the exclusive cure of souls, all which
said portions are comprised within and are bounded
by an imaginary line commencing upon the
boundary which divides the said consolidated
chapelry or new parish of the Holy • Trinity
Worthing from the parish of .Broadwater aforesaid
at a point near the western end of the Worthing
Station of the London Brighton and South Coast
line of railway and extending thence westward
along the said boundary, thereby following the
middle of the said line of railway for a
distance of eight chains or thereabouts to
the point where the same line crosses over
South Farm-lane and extending thence that is
from the said boundary southward along the
middle of the said lane for a distance of four
hains or thereabouts to the point where it joius

Tarring-road, and extending thence westward
along the middle of the said road for a distance of
fourteen yards or thereabouts to its junction with
Clifton-road and extending thence southward
along the middle of the last-named road for a
distance of nineteen chains or thereabouts to its
junction with Elizabeth-road, aud extending
thence eastward along the middle of the last-
named road for a distance of five chains or there*

WHEREAS Charles Neve Cresswell, Bar-
rister-at-Law, duly appointed in pursuance

of the Municipal Corporations Act, 1882, as
Commissioner for the purpose of preparing a.
scheme for determining the boundaries of the
wards of the borough of Kidderminster, and for.
apportioning the Councillors thereto, has trans-
mitted to one of Her Majesty's Principal Secre-
taries of State his scheme in the following
terms:—
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"MUNICIPAL CORPORATIONS ACT,
1882.

« (45 and 46 Vic., c. 50.)
" BOROUGH OF KIDDERMINSTER.

" WHEREAS Her Majesty has been pleased by
and with the advice of Her Privy Council, and in
pursuance and exercise ot" the power vested in
Her Majesty by the Municipal Corporations Act
1882 to fix the number of wards into which the
borough of Kidderminster shall be divided, and
to order and direct that the said borough shall be
divided into six wards which Order was made on
the twenty-first day of February, one thousand
eight hundred and eighty-eight:

" And whereas on the eighth day of March
one thousand eight hundred and eighty-eight, the
Right Honourable Henry Matthews, one of Her
Majesty's Principal Secretaries of State in pur-
suance of the thirtieth section of the said Act did
duly appoint Charles Neve Cresswell Esquire,
Barrister-at-Law, to be a Commis-ioner to prepare
a scheme for determining the boundaries of such
wards and for apportioning the Councillors of the
said borough among such wards as in the said
Act mentioned.

" Now I the said Charles Neve Cresswell do
hereby in pursuance of the power given me by
virtue of the said warrant and appointment deter-
mine as hereinafter mentioned the boundaries of
the six wards into which the said borough is to be
divided which wards are hereinafter numbered
and named as follows that is to say :—

" Ward No. 1 otherwise Saint Mary's Ward.
" Ward No. 2 otherwise Baxter Ward.
" Ward No. 3 otherwise Saint George's Ward.
" Ward No. 4 otherwise Rowland Hill Ward.
" Ward No. 5 otherwise Park Ward.
" Ward No. 6 otherwise Saint John's Ward.
" And I do hereby determine that the said

Ward No. 1 otherwise ' Saint Mary's Ward' shall
comprise so much of the borough of Kidderminster
as is contained within a line commencing from a
point at the centre of Callow's-lano. Bridge thence
to and along the centre of" the bed of the River
Stour to a point below the centre of the aqueduct
crossing the river, thence along the centre of the
bed of the Back Brook to the centre of ' Goodwin's
Weir' thence along the centre of the bed of the
River Stour in a northerly direction to a point
opposite to Puxton Mill, thence along the line of
the borough boundary in a north-easterly and
easterly direction past Broad waters Iron Works
and through the centre of the bed of the Forge Pool
to a point below the centre of the County Bridge
thence in a vertical direction to the centre of the
County Bridge, thence in a south-westerly direc-
tion along the centre of Stourbridge-road to
Stourbridge-street, thence along the centre of
Stourbridge-street across the Horse Fair to a point
in the centre of Dudley-stieet, thence along the
centre of Dudley-street to Hall-street, thence
along the centre of Hall-street to a point in the
centre of Church-street and thence across Wharf
Hill in a direct line to a point in the centre of
Callow's-lane and along the centre of Callovv's-
lane to the point of .commencement aforesaid.

" And I do hereby determine that the said
Ward No. 2 otherwise ' Baxter Ward ' shall com-
prise so much of the borough of Kidderminster
as is contained within a line commencing from
the centre of Callow's-lane Bridge aforesaid and •
passing along the centre of Callow 's-lane in an
easterly direction across the aforesaid-Wharf Hill •
direct to a point in the centre-of Church-street
thence in a north-easterly -direction along the
boundary line of No. 1 Ward to the borough
boundary at the County Bridge aforesaid thence

in a south-easterly direction along the line of the
borough boundary to its point of intersection with
the Birmingham-road thence to and along the
centre of the said Birmingham-road in a westerly

dicially the interests of the Revenue.

Now the said Lords Commissioners, under the
power conferred upon them by section 5 of the
Customs and Inland Revenue Act, 1888, give
notice that the use of the said extract or product,
commonly called or; known by the name of
"'Saccharin," in the manufacture and preparation
for sale of beer, is hereby prohibited until further
notice.

THE NEW STAMP DUTIES.

THE Board of Inland Revenue direct attention
to the following provisions of the Customs and
Inland Revenue Act, 1888, which has now
received the Royal Assent. .

Contract Notes.
In lieu of the stamp duty of one penny paid on

a Contract Note, as now defined by the Customs
and Inland Revenue Act, 1878, where such Note
advises the sale or purchase of any stock or market-
able security of the value of one hundred pounds
or upwards, there is to be charged the duty of
Sixpence.

The new duty is to be denoted by an adhesive
stamp, or adhesive scamps, appropriated to a
Contract Note, and such stamp or stamps is, or
are, to be cancelled by the person by whom the
Note is executed.

Appropriated stamps of the value of Gd,, Is.,
and Is. 6cZ. have been provided, and can be obtained
at the principal stamp offices.

The amount of duty upon a Contract Note
stamped in conformity with the Act may be added
to the charge for brokerage or agency.

The term "Contract Note" nreans the Note
sent by a broker or agent to his principal
(except where such principal is acting as broker
or agent for a principal), advising him of the
sale or purchase .of any stock or marketable
security, and any person who effects any such sale
or purchase as a broker or agent is to forthwith
make and execute a Contract Note, and transmit
the same to his principal, and in default of so
doing .is to forfeit the sum of twenty pounds.

Where a Note advises the sale or purchase .of
more than one description of stock or marketable
security, the Note is to be deemed to be as many
Contract Notes as there are descriptions .of stock
or security sold or purchased.

It is.to be observed th:it section 69 of the
Stamp Act> 1870, imposes a penalty, of twenty
ppund£ .oh .every person who makes or executes
any Contract "Note chargeable with stamp duty, |
and not duly stamped, and it is- further provided

that no broker, agent, or other person shall have
any legal claim to any charge for brokerage,
commission, or agency, with reference to the sale
or purchase of any stock or marketable security,
of the value of five pounds or upwards mentioned
or referred to in any Contract Note, unless such
Note is duly stamped.

Transfers of Registered Bonds, Debentures, fyc.
There is to be charged upon a transfer, assign-

ment, disposition, or assignation, otherwise than
on mortgage, of any mortgage, bond, debenture,
or covenant (being a marketable security), or of
any security for money by or on behalf of any
Foreign or Colonial State, Government, municipal
body, corporation, or company (being a marketable
security), the following duties; (that is to say) :

Where the transfer, assignment* disposition, or
assignation is on sale, the same ad valorem
duties as are now charged under the Stamp
Act, 1870, upon a conveyance or transfer on
sale of any property, such duties being at the
rate of ten shillings per cent, of the amount
or value of the consideration for the sale.

Where the transfer, assignment, disposition, or
assignation is of any other kind than on sale
or mortgage, ten shillings.

The above duties are in substitution for the
duty of sixpence for every one hundred pounds,
and also for any fractional part of one hundred
pounds, of the amount transferred, assigned, or
disponed in any case in which such duty is im-
posed by the Stamp Act, 1870, and they must be
denoted by impressed stamps.

Statements of Capital of Limited Liability
Companies

A statement cf the amount of nominal capital
to be raised by shares of any company to be
registered with limited liability is to be delivered
to the Registrar of Joint Stock Companies in
England, Scotland, or Ireland, and a statement of
the amount of any increase of registered capital
of any company now registered or to be registered
with limited liability is to be delivered to the said
Registrar, and every such statement is to be
charged with an ad valorem stamp duty of two
shillings for every one hundred pounds and any
fraction of one hundred pounds over any multiple
of one hundred pounds of the amount of such
capit.al or increase of capital, as the case may be.

Mortgages of St->ck, fyc.
The Stamp Duty nuw payable upon a mortgage

of any stock or marketable security under the pro-
visions of the Slamp Act (1870) Amendment Act,
1871, is repealed.

Every instrument under hand, only (uot being a
Promissory Note or Bill of Exchange) given upon
the occasion of the deposit of any Share Warrant
or Stock Certificate to Bearer, or Foreign or
Colonial Share Certificate, or any Security for
money transferable by delivery, by way of security
for any loan, is to be deemed to be an agreement,
and is to be charged with the duty of Sixpence
accordingly.

Every instrument under hand only (not being
a Promissory Note or Bill of Exchange), making
redeemable or qualifying a duly stamped transfer,
intended as a securitj', of any registered stock or
marketable security, is to be deemed to be an
agreement, and is to be charged with the duty .of
sixpence accordingly.

. A release or discharge of any such instrument •
is not to be charged with any ad valorem duty.

Any deed operating as a mortgage of any stock
or marketable security-is to be chargeable, in
respect of such operation, with the ad valorem
duty at Ihe rate of Two Shillings and • Sixpence
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per cent, chargeable upon a mortgage under " The
Stamp Act, 1870."

The duty of sixpence above referred to may be
denoted by an adhesive Postage and Eevenue
Stamp.

Equitable Mortgages.
The ad valorem duty chargeable upon a mort-

gage under " The Stamp Act, 1870," ceases to be
payable upon an equitable mortgage effected by
an agreement or memorandum, under hand only,
relating to the deposit of any title deeds or in-
struments constituting or being evidence of the
title to any property whatever (other than stock
or marketable security), or creating a charge on
such property, and in lieu of such duty every such
agreement or memorandum is to be charged with
the duty of one shilling for every one hundred
pounds, and any fractional part of one hundred
pounds, of the amount secured by the equitable
mortgage.

Where the total amount which may be at
any time secured by any equitable mortgage
is unascertained or unlimited in the first instance,
and the ad valorem stamp duty impressed on
the agreement or memorandum in conformity
with this section is available under section 107
of " The Stamp Act, 1870," for such an amount
only as such duty extends to cover, such
agreement or memorandum is, for the purpose of
stamp duty, to be deemed to be a new and separate
agreement or memorandum bearing date on the
day on which any advance or loan is made in
excess of the amount covered by the duty impressed
thereon.

The duty above referred to must be denoted by
an impressed stamp.

Foreign or Colonial Share Certificates, Bonds,
and other Securities to Beirer.

The undermentioned duties are charged upon,—
(a.) Any foreign or colonial share certificate

or any other document whatever, being primS.
facie evidence of the title of any person as
proprietor of, or as having the beneficial
interest in, any share or shares, or stock or
debenture stock, or funded debt of any
foreign or colonial Company or Corporation
where such person is not registered in respect
thereof in a register duly kept in the United
Kingdom.

(b.) Any security for money of any Company
or Corporation being a marketable security
and transferable by delivery, or security for
money by or on behalf of any foreign or
colonial State, Government, Municipal Body,
Corporation, or Company, being a market-
able security and transferable by delivery,
whatever may be the date thereof, or of the
issue thereof, and wherever it may have
been made or issued, or the interest may be
payable.

On the occasion of the first delivery or transfer
by delivery thereof in the United Kingdom on or
after the first day of July in the year one thousand
eight hundred and eighty-eight, and on the
occasion of the first delivery or transfer by
delivery thereof in the United Kingdom in any
year after the year in which such first delivery or
transfer by delivery shall happen— £ s. d.

Where the nominal amount in money
of the share or shares or stock or
debenture stock or funded debt or
where the amount secured does
not exceed twenty-five pounds ... 0 0 3

Where such nominal amount or
amount secured exceeds twenty-
five pounds and "does not exceed
fifty pounds ... 0 0 6

Where such nominal amount or £ s. d.
amount secured exceeds fifty
pounds, for every fifty pounds
and any fractional part of fifty
pounds thereof 0 0 6

It is, however, provided that the new duty upon
a security as defined under (b] shall not be payable
in the case of any security, duly stamped with the
duty of one shilling for every ten pounds, and also
for any fractional part of ten pounds of the money
thereby secured in conformity with the Customs
and Inland Revenue Act, 1885. But the new
duty is payable upon every other security, trans-
ferable by delivery, and in the case of any stamp
duty having been heretofore paid upon any such
other security, in addition to such stamp duty.

The duties under the above heads are to be
denoted by adhesive stamps appropriated by words
and figures on the face thereof to such duties and
to each year. The stamps of the respective
values of 3d., 6d.t Is., ls.6d., 2s., 2s. 6d., 5s., and
10s., will be obtainable at the principal stamp
offices on or before the 1st July next, when the
duties come into force.

Every person who delivers or transfers, or is
concerned as broker or agent in delivering or
transferring any instrument chargeable with duty
under this section, and not being duly stamped, is
to forfeit the sum of twenty pounds.

Where the holder of any foreign or colonial
share certificate bearing the stamp for any year
in conformity with the Act shall, in the course of
such year, cause himself to be registered in the
register of the foreign or colonial company or
corporation, and shall obtain a new certificate
consequent upon such registration, the Board are
cmpowered-to stamp such certificate for the same
year without payment of duty, subject to such
regulations as they may prescribe, and which will
be duly announced.

18. To vest the property of the present Cor-
poration of Salford and of the said Local Board,
respectively, in the Corporation of the said
Borough and the Local Board of Stretford as
respectively altered, to authorise the levying of
the borough rate, watch, general district, water,
library, education, and other rates, general and
special, within the respective extended limits,
and to make all other regulations necessary or
expedient for effecting such alterations of limits
and boundaries, and to authorise the Corporation,
the Local Board, and the School, and any other
Local .Authorities within the said Borough,
District, and Townships, as respectively altered,
and the Parish of Manchester, to put in force
all such powers, bye-laws, rules, and regulations
as are now vested in them by Charter or under
any public or local Acts, or as a Municipal Cor-
poration, Urban Sanitary, School, or Poor Law
Authority, or otherwise, and as may be contained
in the Bill. And the Bill will confer all such
other powers and make such arrangements and
provisions within and without the Borough,
District, and Townships, as altered, as may be
necessary or expedient or be involved in the
proposed alteration of the said respective areas
and in the proposed extension, alteration, and
re-arrangement of Wards.

19. To extend the jurisdiction, powers, autho-
rities, rights, privileges, and duties of the Local

20. To detach the areas added to the said
Borough, District, and Townships respectively

Municipal Corporations Act, 1882," and " The
Commissioners Clauses Act, 1847," and will or
may, so far as may be necessary, alter, amend,
extend, or repeal the provisions of the following
among other local Acts, namely:—•

"The Manchester Ship Canal Act, 1885,"
and all other Acts relating directly or indirectly
to the Company, and " The Salford Improve-
ment Act, 1862,-" and all other Acts relating
directly or indirectly to the Corporation of Sal-
