ART. 5. For the execution of the sanitary work

of the ports, the shore of the -Republic shaH be
. divided into three sanitary districts each with its

own Lazaretto, governed by district directors.
These sanitary districts shall consist: the first,

of the Port of Rio de Janeiro with the Lazaretto
of Ilha Grande, the second, of the Port .of Recipe,
with the Lazaretto of Tamandare, the third, of the
Port of Belim with the Lazaretto of Para.

The sanitary directors of the second and third
districts shall be subordinate to the Director-
General who shall administer the work of the-first
district.

ART. G. The states are permitted to establish in
their ports sanitary stations for the disinfection of
ships which by destination or necessity may have
to enter and take or discharge cargo, such stations
being subject as regards the regular quarantine
administration to the superintendence of the
Federal authority of the port.

By authorization of the Government on the
proposal of the state Government after hearing
the General Directorate of Public Health, the
sanitary stations may be raised to the category of
Lazarettos without further burden on the Federal
Treasury except by determination of the Legisla-
tive Power. In this latter case, on the said
transformation being decided by Congress' the port
where the station shall be established, shall be the
centre of a new district.

ART. 7. The requisite quarantines shall only be
effectual in Federal Lazarettos, except only in the
case of the national territory being invaded by
epidemics of exotic origin and having regard to
the convenience, recognized by the Federal
Government, of the reciprocal protection of the
States.
