aussi en Bulgarie par les ports du Danube.

2°. De pareilles marchandises devront etre
accompagnees de certificats do Sulina prouvant
qu'elles ont subi la quarantaine e'tablie et la disin-
fection. En outre, pour que ces marchandises
puissent entrer dans la Principaute, elles devront
etre accompagnees de certificats prouvant qu'elles
ont recu libre entree dans toute la Roumanie ; et

3°. Cette mesure concerne seulement ces sortea
de marchandises qui peuvent etre desinfectees par
une disinfection a la vapeur.
