REGULATIONS TO BE OBSERVED.
By Her Majesty's Command,

The Ladies who propose to attend Her
Majesty's Drawing Boom are requested to bring
with them to the Drawing Boom two large cards,
with their names clearly written thereon, one to be
left with The Queen's Page in Attendance, and
the other to be delivered to the Lord Chamberlain,
who will announce the name to The Queen.

PBESENTATIONS.
The privilege of making presentations to The

Queen at a Drawing Boom is restricted to those
Ladies who have themselves been previously pre-
sented to Her Majesty, and who are themselves
present at the Drawing Boom.

Under such circumstances a Lady has the
privilege of presenting one Lady only at a
Drawing Boom in addition to her Daughters or
Daughters-in-law.

This restriction does not apply to Ladies who,
from official position or other circumstances, are
specially privileged to make presentations to Her
Majesty.

The Lady who proposes to present another
must send in writing the name of such Lady to
the Lord Chamberlain's Office, not later than two
days previous to the Drawing Boom, in order that
the Lord Chamberlain may submit the name to
Her Majesty, when, if it be approved, presenta-
tion cards will be forwarded.

Printed Forms for this purpose can be obtained
at the Lord Chamberlain's Office.

It is particularly requested that the names of
the Ladies to be presented be very distinctly
written on the presentation cards to be delivered
to the Lord Chamberlain at the Drawing Boom, in

order that there may be no difficulty in announcing
them to The Queen.

The number of Presentations at each Drawing
Boom is limited to 200.

It is not expected that Gentlemen will present
themselves at the Drawing Boom, except in
attendance on the Ladies of their families.

Any Gentleman who under these circumstances
should desire to be presented to The Queen will
observe the same regulations as are in force for
Her Majesty's Levees.
