SCHEDULE referred to in the foregoing Order:—-
CENTRAL MIDWIVES BOARD.

Scheme of Examinations.

1.—Examinations.
(1.) Every Examination shall be partly oral

and practical, and partly written, and shall be
conducted by not fewer than two Examiners.

(2.) The first Examination shall be held in
June, 1905.

(3.) Thereafter the Examination shall be held
three times a year, or oftener if necessary, in
London and the Provinces, simultaneously, on
the same papers.

The Board reserves to itself the right to
appoint one or more qualified medical practi-
tioners as Visitors of the Examinations, both
London and Provincial.

(4.) The first Provincial Centres shall be:

a. Bristol,

i, Manchester.

c, Newcastle-on-Tyne,
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2.—Examiners.

(1.) A list of Examiners, both for London and
the Provinces, shall be prepared by the Central
Midwives Board from those who are willing to
serve and act, when required, by the Board.

This list shall be subject to annual revision
by the Board.

Before such a list is formed applications for
the post of Examiner shall be invited by-
advertisement.

(2.) All Examiners shall be men or women who
are duly qualified medical practitioners. The
Examiners may, when they see fit, with the
consent of the Board, employ for certain parts of
the Examinations properly qualified women who
are not medical practitioners; their remuneration
being provided out of the sums payable to the
Examiners for the conduct of Examinations.

(3.) No Examiner shall examine his own
p-ipils.

(4.) A paper of Directions to Examiners shall
be drawn up and issued to each Examiner on his
appointment.

(5.) The remuneration of an Examiner shall be
at the rate of seven shillings for each candidate
examined, with a minimum fee of two guineas for
each Examination.

(6.) The Examiners, both London and Pro-
vincial, shall be invited to meet at the offices of
the Central Midwives Board as often as may be
necessary.

3.—London Examiners.

(1.) The arrangements for the London Exami-
nations shall be made by the Secretary of the
Central Midwives Board, with such extra assist-
ance as may be necessary.

(&.) To set all the papers of examination
questions both for London and the Provinces.

Two of the Examiners, with the assistance
of one of the medical members of the Central
Midwives Board to be appointed for the
purpose, shall undertake this duty in rotation.
The remuneration of the Examiners in respect
of this duty shall be two guineas each.

(e.) To conduct the Examination, written
and oral, of all candidates p esenting them-
selves for examination in London.

(d.) To report to the Central Midwives
- Board the result' of each Examination held in

London as soon after the Examination as
possible.

4.—Provincial Examiners.

(1.) The Examiners appointed by the Central
Midwives Board to conduct the Board's Examina-
tions in a Provincial Centre shall assist the
Secretary of the Board in making the necessary
arrangements for the Examinations.

(2.) The duties of the Examiners in each
Provincial Centre shall be:—

(a.) To conduct the Examination, written
and oral, of all candidates presenting them-
selves for examination at that Centre.

(#.) To report to the Central Midwives Board
the result of each Examination held at that
Centre, as soon after the Examination as
possible.

5.—Directions to Examiners.

(1.) The paper shall consist of not fewer than
six questions, and the time, allowed for answering
shall be three hours. . l

(2.) Notes should be taken, either by the
Examiner himself or by a colleague, of the
subjects upon which the candidate is questioned
in the oral examination.

(3.) Fifteen minutes should be considered »n
average period for the oral examination of each
candidate.

(4.) Examiners should avoid questioning candi-
dates as to where and by whom they were
trained, so as to avoid any suspicion of bias.'

Minister at Seoul the annexed translation of
Regulations issued .by the Offiper commanding the
Japanese forces in Korea respecting communica-
tion by. sea between the .Port of Wpnsan and the
Russian territory to the North, as also the portion
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of North-Eastern Korea at present in the occupa-
tion of the Russian troops :—

1. Persons going by boat from the Port of
Wonsan to districts in the occupation of the
Russian forces within the Ham Keuug Province
or to the Ussuii, must submit for the approval of
the Officer Commanding the Garrison at Wonsan,
a written request clearly stating their object,
route and intended number of days of absence,
and must obtain permission to depart.

2. In the case of ships making a journey from
the Port of Wonsan to the above-mentioned
districts, the owner of the ship and the captain
must submit, for the approval of the Officer
Commanding the Garrison at Wonsan, a written
request clearly stating the particulars in the
following clauses, and must obtain permission
to depart.

a. The ship's name and tonnage (in the case
of a Corean vessel, the owner's name and the
displacement in " koku ").

b. The nature and amount of cargo loaded.

c. The route and ports of call.

3. In cases where the Officer Commanding the
Garrison considers it necessary the departure of
persons going by boat and of ships shall be
prohibited.

4. The transport and loading of arms, gun-
powder, explosives, and other articles considered
by the Officer Commanding the Garrison to be
disadvantageous to the war are prohibited.

5. Ships and persons proceeding by boat who
do not carry out the Regulations in the fore-
going clauses shall be dealt with by Martial
Law.

ORDER OF THE BOARD OF

AGRICULTURE AND FISHERIES.

(DATED 18TH JANUARY 1905.)

LIVERPOOL (PARASITIC MA\QE) ORDER
OF 1905.

The Board of Agriculture and Fisheries, by
virtue and in exercise of the powers in them
vested under the Diseases of Animals Acts, 1894
to 1903, and of every other power enabling them
in this behalf, do order, and it is hereby ordered,
as follows:

Separation of Diseased and Suspected Animals
and Notice of Disease.

1.—(1.) Every person having in his possession
or under his charge a horse, ass, or mule affected
with or suspected of parasitic mange shall (a) as
far as practicable keep that animal separate from
animals not so affected or suspected; and (b)
with all practicable speed give notice of the fact of
the horse, ass, or mule being so affected or
suspected to a constable of the police force for
the police area in which the horse, ass, or mule
so affected or suspected is.

(2.) The constable receiving such notice shall
forthwith give information of the receipt by
him of the notice to an Inspector of the Local
Authority, who shall forthwith report the same
to the Local Authority.

Duty of Inspector to act immediately.

2. An Inspector of the Local Authority on
receiving in any manner whatsoever information
of the supposed existence of parasitic mange, or
having reasonable ground to suspect the existence
of- parasitic mange, shall proceed with all practic-
able speed to the place where such disease,
according to the information received by him,
exists, or is suspected to exist, and shall see that
the provisions of this Order are complied with.
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• Treatment for Parasitic Mange.

3.—(1.) A person having in his possession or
under his charge a horse, ass, or mule affected
with parasitic mange, shall from time to time as
often as may be necessary, treat that horse, ass
or mule, or cause it to be treated, with some
dressing or other remedy for parasitic mange.

(2.) If any person fail to comply with the
requirements of this Article he shall be deemed
guilty of an offence against the Act of 1894.

Regulations of Local Authority as to Cleansing and
Disinfection.

4.—(1.) The Local Authority may, for the
purpose of preventing the spreading of parasitic
mange, make Regulations for the following pur-
poses, or any of them:

(a.) For providing for the cleansing and disin-
fection of any place used by, and of utensils,
mangers, feeding-troughs, pens, hurdles,
harness, or other things used for or about,
any horse, ass, or mule affected with or
suspected of parasitic mange:

(J.) For prescribing the mode in which such
cleansing and disinfection are to be
effected:

(c.) For requiring the owner, lessee, or occupier
of any such place to cleanse and disinfect
any such place, utensils, mangers, feeding-
troughs, pens, hurdles, harness, or other
things, at the expense of the Local Authority,
or at the expense of such owner, lessee, or
occupier.

(2.) If any person fail to cleanse and disinfect,
any place or any utensil, manger, feeding-trough,
pen, hurdle, harness, or other thing, in accordance
with any such Regulation, it shall be lawful for
the Local Authority, -without prejudice to the
recovery of any penalty for the. infringement of
such Regulation, to cause such place or such
utensil, manger, feeding-trough, pen, hurdle,
harness, or other thing, to be cleansed and dis-
infected, and to recover summarily the expenses
of such cleansing and disinfection from such
person.

(3.) If anything is omitted to be done as regards
cleansing or disinfection in contravention of
a Regulation of the Local Authority made under
this Order, the owner and the lessee and the
occupier of any place in or in respect of which
the same is omitted, shall, each according to and
in respect of his own acts and defaults, be
deemed guilty of an offence against the Act of
1894.

. Occupiers to give facilities for Cleansing.

5.—(1.) Where the power of causing anyplace
to be cleansed and disinfected under this Order
is exercised by the Local Authority, the owner,
lessee, or occupier thereof shall give all reason-
able facilities for that purpose.

(2.) If any person fail to comply with the
requirements of this Article he shall be deemed
guilty of an offence against the Act of 1894.

. Provisions as to Regulations of Local .Authority.

6.—(1.) The Local Authority shall forthwith
send to the Board two copies of every Regula-
tion made by them under this Order*

(2.) If the Board are satisfied on inquiry, with-
respect to. any Regulation made by. the. Local
Authority under this Order, that the same is for
any reason objectionable, and direct the revoca-
tion thereof, the same shall thereupon cease to
operate.

Extension of certain Sections of Diseases of. '.
Animals Act, 1894. • • .

7. Horses, asses, aud mules shall be animals,
and parasitic mange of horses, asses,-and. mules
(in this Order called parasitic mange) shall be a
disease for the purposes of this Order and of the
following sections of the Act of 1894 (namely):

Section forty-three (powers of police);

'Section forty-four (powers of inspectors);

and also for the purposes of all other sections of
the said Act containing provisions relative to or
consequent on the provisions of thos6 sections
and this Order, including such sections as relate
to offences or procedure. •.

• Exemption of Army Veterinary Department and
Veterinary Colleges. «

8. Nothing in this Order applies to any horse,
ass, or mule kept in stables of military barracks
or camps under the care and supervision of the
Army Veterinary Department, or in.stables of
any Veterinary College affiliated to the Royal
College of Veterinary Surgeons. .

Interpretation.

9. In this Order—

"The Board" means the Board of Agricul-
ture and.Fisheries:

" The Act of 1894" means . the Diseases of
Animals Act, 1894.

Extent.

10. This Order extends to the city of
Liverpool only. •

Commencement.

11. This Order shall come into; operation on
the twenty-fifth day of January, nineteen hundred
and five.

The constable receiving such notice shall
forthwith give information of the receipt by
him of the notice to an Inspector of the Local
Authority, who shall forthwith report the same
to the Local Authority.

8.—(1.)"A.person having in his possession or
under his charge a liorse, ass, or mule affected
with parasitic mange, shall from time to time as
often as may be necessary, treat that horse, ass, or
mule, cr cause it to be treated, with some dressing
or other remedy for parasitic mange.

(2.) If any person fail to comply with the
requirements of this Article he shall be deemed
guilty of an offence against the Act of 1894.

Regulations of Local Authority as to Cleansing and
Disinfection.

4.—(1.) The Local Authority may, for the
purpose of preventing the spreading of parasitic
mange, make Regulations for the following pur-
poses, or any of them:

(a.) For providing for the cleansing and disin-
fection of any place used by, and of utensils,
mangers, feeding-troughs, pens, hurdles,
harness, or other things used for or about,
any horse, ass, or mule affected with or
suspected of parasitic mange:

(6.) For prescribing the mode in which such
cleansing and disinfection are to be
effected:

(c.) For requiring the owner, lessee, or occupier
of any such place to cleanse and disinfect
any such place, utensils, mangers, feeding-
troughs, pens, hurdles, harness, or other
things, at the expense of the Local Authority,
or at the expense of such owner, lessee, or
occupier.

*(2.) If any person fail to cleanse and disinfect
any place or any utensil, manger, feeding-trough
pen, hurdle, harness, or other thing, in accordance
with any such Regulation, it shall be lawful for
the Local Authority, without prejudice to the
recovery of any penalty for the infringement of
such Regulation, to cause such place or such
utensil, manger, feeding-trough, pen, hurdle,
harness, or other thing, to be cleansed and dis-
infected, and to recover summarily the expenses
of such cleansing and disinfection from such
person.

(3.) If anything is omitted to be done as regards
cleansing or disinfection in contravention of
a Regulation of the Looal Authority made under
this Order, the owner and the lessee and the
occupier of any place in or in respect of which
the same is omitted, shall, each according to and
in respect of his own acts and defaults, be
deemed guilty of an offence against the Act of
1894.

Occupiers to give facilities for Cleansing.

5.—(1.) Where the power of causing any place
to be cleansed and disinfected under this Order
is exercised by the Local Authority, the owner,
lessee, or occupier thereof shall give all reason-
able facilities for that purpose.

(2.) If any person.fail to comply with the
requirements of this Article he shall be deemed
guilty of an offence against the Act of 1894.

Provisions as to Regulations of Local Authority.

6.—(1.) The Local Authority shall forthwith
send to the Board two copies of every Regula-
tion made by them under this Order.

Interpretation.

2. Throughout these Bye-laws the word " Cor-
Doration" means the Mayor, Aldermen, and
Surgesses of the county borough of Salford, and
shall include any lessees or persons, for the time

ng, working the tramways hereinafter referred
:o; the expression "The Town Clerk" means
ihe Town Clerk of the county borough of
3alford; the word "Tramways" means the
tramway system worked by the Corporation,
whether situate in 'the county borough of
Salford, the borough of Eccles, the urban
districts of Prestwich, Swinton, I endlebury,
or Whitefield; the word " Car" moans any
carriage or car run by the Corporation upon the
tramways for the conveyance of passengers;
the word "Conductor" means any officer or
servant of the Corporation having the charge of
or helping in the charge of a car; and the word
"Driver" means any officer or servant of the
Corporation driving or helping to drive a car.

Offensive Language or Conduct.

8. No person shall swear or use obscene or
offensive language, or conduct himself offensively
whilst in or upon any car, or spit or commit any
nuisance in or upon or against any car or tram-
way station or premises used in connection with
the tramway system, or in any way wilfully
interfere with the comfort, of any passenger.
No person shall play or perform upon any
musical instrument, or distribute advertisements
or tracts of any kind, or beg or collect money,
alms, or subscriptions, or sell any article, or play
any game, or gamble, or deposit remnants of food
or fruit in or upon any car.

Objectionable Persons.

4. Any person who is in a state of intoxication,
or who from that or any other cause is in the
opinion of the conductor unfit to be a passenger
on a car shall not be allowed to board or enter
upon any car, and if any such person be found in
or upon any car he shall be requested by the
conductor to leave the car, failing which it shall
be lawful for the conductor or any other officer
or servant of the Corporation to remove such
person from the car.

. Offensive Clothing.

5. No person whose dress or clothing will, in
the opinion of the conductor, soil or injure the
linings or cushions of ths car, or the dress or
clothing of any passenger, and no person who, iu
the opinion of the conductor may, for any other
reason, be offensive to passengers, shall be allowed
to enter or remain inside such car, and any such
persons may be prevented from entering the car,
and shall not enter after having been requested
not to do so by the conductor; and if found
inside of any car, shall, on the request of the
conductor, leave the inside of the car, upon the
fare (if previously paid) being returned, provided
that the covered portion of the outer deck shall
be considered in the construction of this Bye-law
as the inside of the car.

Dogs.

6. No person shall take a dog or other animal
into any car after having been requested not
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to do so by the conductor or other authorized
officer of the Corporation. Any dog or other
animal taken into or found on any car shall
be removed, by the person in chai'ge thereof,
from the car immediately upon request by the
conductor.

Damaging Cars.

7. No person shall wilfully cut, tear, soil, or
damage the seats, cushions, curtains, or linings,
or remove or deface any number plate, printed
or other notice, in or on any car, or break or
scratch any window oF, or otherwise wilfully
damage, any car. Any person acting in contra-
vention of this regulation, shall, be liable, in
addition to the penalty prescribed by these
Bye-laws, for the amount of any damage so
done.

Smoking.

8. No person shall smoke or carry lighted
pipes, cigars, or cigarettes inside any car, except
in a compartment specially set apart for the
purpose.

Payment of Fares.

9. Each passenger shall, upon demand, pay
to the conductor the fare legally payable for
his journey, and obtain a ticket therefor. Any
person leaving a car shall be deemed to have
completed his journey.

Tickets.

10. Each passenger shall immediately, upon
demand, show his ticket to any duly authorized
officer or servant of the Corporation, and shall
also, when required so to do, deliver up his
ticket or pay the fare for the distance travelled
over by such passenger.

Tickets shall not be transferable, and shall only
be available by the car on which they are issued.

Interference with the Duties of the Conductor
or Driver.

11. No person other than the conductor or the
driver, or other responsible official, shall change
or remove the route indicators or destination
boards, or interfere with the controllers, brakes,
lights, ventilators, trolley cord, or any part of a
car or its equipment, or signal a car to start by
ringing the bell or otherwise.

Disabled Cars.

3 2. If at any time a car becomes disabled or in
any way injured, or from any cause unable to
proceed, the passengers shall, upon the request
of the conductor, leave the same, and, if such
passeugers have paid their fares, shall not be
entitled to demand back the amount of their
fares so paid, but shall have the right to com-
plete their journey by the next available car.
No person shall, except with the leave of the
conductor, enter a disabled or injured car.

Travelling on Steps, &c.

13. No person not being an officer or servant
of the Corporation shall travel or ride on the
steps, platforms, outside rails, buffers, or guards
of any car.

No person, except a passenger or intending
passenger, shall enter or board a car, and no
person shall hold or hang on by or to any part of
a car.

When there are inside or on the outside of any
car respectively, the full number of passengers
which such car is licensed to carry inside or
outside as the case may be, no other person not
being a duly authorized officer or servant of the
Corporation shall remain in or upon such car as
the case may be, after being requested by the
conductor to leave the car.

Firearms.

14. No person shall travel in or on any car
with firearms, or dangerous articles or things,
provided that nothing contained in this Bye-law
shall apply to persons in the Naval, Military,
Reserve, or Auxiliary Forces carrying unloaded
firearms.

Entering and leaving Oars.

15. Every person shall enter or depart from a
car by the step of the hindermost or conductor's
platform, and not otherwise, unless so directed
by the conductor.

All persons desiring to board a car for the
purpose of travelling thereon, shall first permit
all persons to alight who may be intending
to do so.

Entering or leaving a Car when in motion.

16. No person shall enter, board or leave, or
attempt to enter, board or leave any car whilst
in motion.

Persons suffering from Disease not to travel
on Cars.

17. No person afflicted with any infectious or
contagious disease shall board, enter, or travel
on any car, or attempt so to do. And no driver
or conductor shall suffer or permit any such
person so to do.

Power to remove Passengers committing
Offence.

18. Any person who shall commit, whilst on
any car, any legal offence, or any breach of these
Bye-laws shall, in addition to being liable to a
penalty, be liable to be immediately removed
from the car ; and, if such person shall have
paid his fare, shall not be entitled to demand
back the amount of his fare so paid.

19. Ther.e shall be placed, and kept placed in
a conspicuous position inside of each car in use.
a printed copy of these Bye-laws.

Penalty.

20. Any person infringing any of the foregoing'
Bye-laws shall be liable to a penalty of not
exceeding forty shillings, and, in case of a con-
tinuing1 offence, to a penalty of not exceeding-
ten shillings, in addition to the first mentioned
penalty, for every day during which such offence
continues.
