Forcer, Inthe s Battalions of Guards who werethe moft engaged, we have loft Licp.
tenant Colonel Robinfiz, 5 Licutenants, and 2 Enfigns: Colonel Mazzbews, and several
others are wounded, but moft of them arein no danger. .
By the beft Account we can give of the Enemies lofs, Monfieur de Manlevrier and
Monfieur de Virry, twoColonels, who a&ted as Brigadiers, and the Counr J: Morfein,
with feveral Perfons of Quality, and other Officers of Note, were killed in this Aétion,
and about 1600 private Men killed and wounded. ' .

We hearthat the Siege of Gafal is atlaft ended by an Agreement that has been ma-
naged by the Veuetians.
