Arrice 25.—The Federal authorities shall
be obliged to submit to the Commission every
kind of data and to render it every necessary
assistance for the better accomplishment of its
duties.

Arriote 26.—The Commission is authorized
to make regulations by means of general in-
structions for the internal econémy of its
office, to amend these regulations when
necessary, to fix the emoluments both of the
head of the office and of the other employees,
who shall be appointed and removed on the
proposal of the Commission to the Minister
of Finance,
