Re-
cently, he has taken part in several sorties involving
low level attacks on heavy armoured fighting
vehicles. His brilliant leadership has contributed
in a large measure to the great success achieved.

Squadron Leader Donald WESTON-BURT (33226),
No. 6 Squadron.

This officer has led his squadron with great
dash in recent low level attacks on the enemy's
armoured fighting vehicles and mechanised trans-
port. On one occasion intervention by his squad-
ron prevented an attack on a French force. Squad-
ron Leader Weston-Burt has displayed great
courage and skill.

Bar to Distinguished Flying Cross.
Acting Squadron Leader Donald Frederick Edgar

Charles DEAN, D.F.C. (42997), No. 35 Squadron.
One night in Februa^, 1943, this officer cap-

tained an aircraft detailed to attack St. Nazaire.
Whilst crossing the Channel, on the outward flight,
one of the port engines failed. Nevertheless,
Squadron Leader Dean continued his mission.
Whilst over the target area his aircraft was held
in searchlights and subjected to heavy fire from
the ground defences. Despite this, he pressed
home a vigorous attack. Shortly after the air-
craft was headed for home one of the starboard
engines failed. Squadron Leader Dean succeeded
in maintaining height and eventually reached an
airfield in this country where he effected a mas-
terly landing in difficult circumstances. This officer
displayed great courage, skill and determination
throughout.

Acting Flight Lieutenant Harry MALKIN, D.F.C.
(Can/J.15521), Royal Canadian Air Force, No. 35
Squadron.

One night in March, 1943, this officer captained
an aircraft detailed to attack Berlin. Whilst over
the city the bomber was held in searchlights and
subjected to heavy anti-aircraft fire. The rudder
controls were severed and one of the port engines
was damaged, causing it to fail. Despite this,
Flight Lieutenant Malkin skilfully controlled the
damaged aircraft and executed a successful attack.
Soon after leaving the target area, efforts to re-
start the damaged engine proved successful, but
further trouble was encountered. The bomber

was again engaged by anti-aircraft fire, which ren-
dered the port outer engine unserviceable. The
mid-upper gunner was wounded, while all lights
in the cockpit failed. With extreme difficulty
height was maintained and, displaying superb
airmanship, Flight Lieutenant Malkin flew the
damaged bomber to an airfield in this country.
This officer displayed great skill, determination
and endurance in most difficult circumstances.

Distinguished Flying Cross.
Group Captain Edward Hedley FIELDEN, M.V.O.,

A.F.C.
This officer has flown on various operational mis-

sions, some of a most hazardous nature. He has
displayed a high standard of operational efficiency,
setting an example which has contributed materi-
ally to the high morale of the air crews under
his command. His great organising ability has
proved a valuable asset.

Distinguished Flying Cross.
Acting Squadron Leader Edward Gerard GILMORE

(Can/C. 1036), Royal Canadian Air Force, No. 408
(R.C.A.F.) Squadron.

Distinguished Flying Medal.
I475434 Sergeant James William Taylor Mason

SMITH, No. 408 (R.C.A.F.), Squadron.
One night in February, 1943, Squadron Leader

Gilmore and Sergeant Smith were captain and
bomb aimer respectively of an aircraft detailed to
attack Cologne. Whilst over the target area the
aircraft was subjected to heavy anti-aircraft fire
and sustained much damage. The aircraft went
out of control and considerable height was lost
before Squadron Leader Gilmore regained control.
The bomber was riddled by shell splinters and one
of its propellers was shot away. Two compasses
were rendered useless and all navigational charts
were lost. Nevertheless, Squadron Leader Gilmore
flew the damaged bomber to an airfield near the
coast, having received valuable assistance from
Sergeant Smith who, by use of the bomb sight
compass, displayed skilful navigation.

Distinguished Flying Cross.
Acting Flight Lieutenant William Walter BLESSING

(Aus.404648), Royal Australian Air Force, No. 105
Squadron.

In March, 1943, this officer flew the leading air-
craft of a bomber force detailed to undertake a
low level attack on the railway workshops at
Paderborn. The operation, involving a deep pene-
tration into Germany in daylight, demanded a high
degree of efficiency. That the sortie was executed
exactly as planned and success achieved was
largely attributable to Flight Lieutenant Blessing's
fine leadership and great skill. This officer has
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taken part in 17 sorties, all of them in daylight,
invariably displaying great determination and effi-
ciency. On two occasions he has flown his badly
damaged aircraft back to base.

Acting Flight Lieutenant Maurice William PETTIT
(Can/J.i6060), Royal Canadian Air Force, No. 218
Squadron.

This officer who has completed 27 operational
missions, has displayed great keenness and tenacity.
On two occasions towards the end of 1942, he dis-
played great resolution in pressing home his
attacks on certain targets after his aircraft had
been badly damaged by enemy action. In
February, 1943, he took part in an attack on
Cologne. Whilst over the city, his aircraft was
held in the searchlights and hit by anti-aircraft
fire. One engine was put out of action and
2 windows beside the pilot were blown in. Despite
this, Flight Lieutenant Pettit successfully bombed
his target. His exemplary conduct has been
worthy of high praise.

Acting Flight Lieutenant Bruce Gibb WALLACE
(N.Z.4O3482), Royal New Zealand Air Force,
No. 214 Squadron.

This officer has completed 41 sorties, including
a number of attacks against targets in the Ruhr.
He is a very determined captain, who has pressed
home his attacks with vigour. One night in
March, 1943, he captained a bomber detailed to
attack Munich. Although the undercarriage and
tailplane of the aircraft were damaged by striking
a tree when taking-off, Flight Lieutenant Wallace
flew on and eventually accomplished his mission
successfully. Three nights later he took part in
an attack on Essen. Whilst over the target area,
his aircraft ^was held in the searchlights. Despite
this, he pressed home his attack from 8,000 feet
and dived to 1,000 feet to escape the defences.
On the return flight he engaged a light anti-aircraft
gun position and silenced it. Although his air-
craft was hit in many places during the operation
he flew it safely to base. Flight Lieutenant Wallace
has set a courageous and inspiring example.

Pilot Officer Daniel Frederick ALLEN (Can/J. 16423),
Royal Canadian Air Force, No. 408 (R.C.A.F.)
Squadron.

This officer has completed 30 sorties, involving
attacks on a variety of well defended targets in
Germany and Northern France. He is an efficient
captain, whose determination to complete his tasks
successfully has set a praiseworthy example. On
one occasion, when returning from Hamburg, his
aircraft was badly damaged by enemy action but
he flew it back to base.

Pilot Officer Peter Edward MITCHELL (135429), Royal
Air Force Volunteer Reserve, No. 408 (R.C.A.F.)
Squadron.

Pilot Officer Mitchell is a navigator of high
merit. He has taken part in 23 sorties, including
a number of attacks on heavily defended targets
in the Ruhr and Northern France. One night in
March, 1943, he navigated an aircraft which
attacked Berlin. His great skill contributed
materially to the success achieved. Pilot Officer
Mitchell has displayed great determination and
cheerfulness in arduous and adverse circumstances.

Distinguished Flying Medal.
Can/R.i 04782 Flight Sergeant Joseph Arthur

Jacques BARSALOU, Royal Canadian Air Force,
No. 10 Squadron.

One night in March, 1943, this airman was the
rear gunner of an aircraft which attacked Essen.
When nearing the target area the bomber was sub-
jected to heavy anti-aircraft fire and its fuselage
was pierced in 18 places. The rear turret was
riddled and Flight Sergeant Barsalou was severely
wounded but refrained from informing his captain,
who went on to bomb the objective. A few
minutes later, when his captain once more enquired
if he was all right, Flight Sergeant Barsalou gave
a reassuring reply and warned him of the
presence of an enemy fighter. It was shaken off
and a member of the crew was ordered to investi-
gate the rear turret. Flight Sergeant Barsalou was
then found slumped over his guns and the turret
a mass of blood. He had received severe shrapnel
wounds. Although in great pain, very weak and
bleeding profusely, he attempted to minimize his
injuries and insisted that he could bear up until
the English coast was reached. When the aircraft
was finally landed Flight Sergeant Barsalou was
rushed to hospital. This airman displayed great
courage, fortitude and devotion to duty.

N.Z.41922 Flight Sergeant Maurice MARMENT, Royal
New Zealand Air Force, No. 408 (R.C.A.F.)
Squadron.

This airman, who has completed 25 sorties, is a
gallant and determined captain. One night in
March, 1943, he captained an aircraft detailed to
attack Stuttgart. On the return flight the
bomber was engaged by an enemy fighter and
sustained severe damage. Two engines were put
out of action but, displaying superb airmanship.
Flight Sergeant Marment flew the bomber to an
airfield in this country. His great skill was un-
doubtedly responsible for the safe return of the
aircraft.

Can/R.95492 Flight Sergeant Allan Laurence Ross,
Royal Canadian Air Force, No. 408 (R.C.A.F.)
Squadron.

Flight Sergeant Ross has taken part in 30 sorties
against a wide range of enemy targets. He is a
fine operational captain who invariably presses
home his attacks with great determination. His
skill and sound judgment have won the confidence
of all with whom he has flown.

1385331 Sergeant Kenneth Reginald BURTON, No. 214
Squadron.

One night in March, 1943, this airman was the
pilot of an aircraft detailed to attack Stuttgart.
On the outward flight, one engine in the bomber
failed. The target was still 150 miles distant
but Sergeant Burton continued his flight and
eventually bombed his target from a low level. On
the return flight, Sergeant Burton was unable
to maintain height above 3,000 feet and there wa*.
the possibility of the petrol becoming exhausted,
but he finally succeeded in flying the aircraft back
to base. By his perseverance and skill this air-
man was undoubtedly responsible for the safe
return of the aircraft and its crew.

1306717 Sergeant Hugh Edmund PARRATT, No. 408
(R.C.A.F.) Squadron.

This airman has flown on 30 operational missions
as wireless operator. His exceptional ability
and great determination in the face of adverse
circumstances have contributed materially to the
successes obtained. This was amply demonstrated
on one occasion in February, 1943, when the air-
craft in which he was flying was badly damaged
by anti-aircraft fire. Sergeant Parratt skilfully
obtained radio fixes which enabled his pilot to set
a course for base. He has displayed great devo-
tion to duty.

636817 Sergeant John Mitchel Jobling SMITH, No. 218
Squadron.

In March, 1943, this airman was the wireless
operator of an aircraft which attacked Nuremburg.
On the return flight, whilst still over enemy terri-
tory, the compass became unserviceable and when
Sergeant Smith obtained a fix by means of his
wireless apparatus it was apparent that the air-
craft was well off its course. Petrol was 'running
low but, more good work by Sergeant Smith, who
speedily obtained homing fixes, enabled the pilot
to set the correct course and, eventually, to reach
an airfield near the coast, where a landing was
effected almost as the petrol became exhausted.
By his excellent work, Sergeant Smith contri-
buted in a large measure to the safe return of his
aircraft.

655826 Sergeant Dennis Charles USHER, No. 145
Squadron.

Sergeant Usher has completed 70 sorties. He
is a determined fighter, whose keenness to engage
the enemy has been outstanding. One day in
January, 1943, he took part in an engagement
against 9 Macchi 200's, covered by 6 Messer-
schmitt log's. In the combat, Sergeant Usher
engaged the Messerschmitts, breaking up their
attacks and shooting one of them down. The rest
of his formation was thus enabled to press home
their attacks on the Macchis, 4 of which were
destroyed. Sergeant Usher has taken part in
many low-level attacks on ground targets, machine-
gunning them with telling effect and has also
destroyed a Junkers 87 in combat.
