Although
his aircraft was extensively damaged, Pilot Officer
Ball flew on at tree top height and eventually
reached base. He displayed skill, courage and
tenacity of a high order.

In the last of these attacks
the bomber became uncontrollable and went into
a steep dive. It seemed as if the aircraft would
have to be abandoned but Flight Sergeant Medland
succeeded in regaining control and afterwards flew
the badly damaged aircraft to base.
