REFERENCE TO THE NATIONAL INCOMES
COMMISSION

On 3rd March 1963 it was announced that a three
year agreement covering wages, hours and other con-
ditions of employment had been reached between
the National Federated Electrical Association and the
Electrical Trades Union to take effect from 1st July
1963. It had already been announced on 5th
February 1963 that the Association of Heating, Venti-
lating and Domestic Engineering Employers had
reached a three year agreement with the Heating and
Domestic Engineers' Union covering wages and hours
to take effect from 25th February 1963. It was
subsequently announced on 5th March 1963 that
an agreement covering wages and hours had been
reached between the National Association of Exhibi-
tion Contractors and the Amalgamated Society of
Woodworkers, the Amalgamated Society of Painters
and Decorators, the Sign and Display Trades Union
and the National Federation of Building Trades
Operatives to take effect from llth March 1963.

On the information so far available, it is not
possible to judge whether or not these agreements
can, in the light of their particular circumstances,
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be reconciled with plans for economic growth which
must be based on greater efficiency, competitive costs
and growing exports. Having regard to this con-
sideration and to the fact that the electrical con-
tracting, heating ventilating and domestic engineer-
ing and exhibition contracting industries are closely
associated with the plumbing and building indus-
tries, two agreements in which have already been
made the subject of a separate reference to the
Commission, the Chancellor of the Exchequer is
satisfied that it is desirable in the public interest
that the full facts about these agreements should be
examined by the National Incomes Commission and
made publicly known. The Commission is accord-
ingly requested to undertake such an examination,
in accordance with its terms of reference as set out
in the Royal Warrant dated 5th November 1962
and described in Cmnd. 1844.
