Notice is hereby given that on 23rd March 1982 the Council of the Borough of Bournemouth, with the consent of the Dorset County
Council, made the above-named Order under sections 31 (1) and 84D(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1967 as amended by
Part IX of the Transport Act 1968 and jSo.hed.ule 19 to the Local Government Act 1972 to control the use of the parking places
named in the Schedule to this notice. The Schedule also gives details of the charges which the Council has introduced in the
off-street parking places.

The parking places will operate generally on all days and during all hours as detailed in the Schedule to the Order.
The maximum period for which vehicles may wait in any parking place is generally 24 hours except Hengistbury Head which

is one week.
The Order specifies the conditions under which the parking places may be used. Full details are contained in the 1982 Order

If you wish to question the validity of the Order or of any provisions contained in it on the grounds that it is not within the

powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1967, as amended by Part IX of the Transport Act 1968 and Schedule 19 to
the Local Government Act 1972 and Schedule 6 to the Road Traffic Act 1974 or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act
as amended or of any instrument made under it has not been complied with in relation to the Order, you may, within 6 weeks from
23rd March 1982, apply to the High Court for this purpose.
