out the City, they are not to be found. The
Confpirators killed two of the Dey’s Party,
and wounded three or four more. Several
have been taken upon Sufpicion of being con-
cerned in this Defign, and three who were
¥elated by Marriage te one of the Principal
Confpirators that efcaped, have been firang.
led, though ’tis not known that there was
any Evidence of their being guilty. On
the 5th between 5o and 11 at Night, a vio-
lent Shog of an Earthquake was felt here,
:ut we do not yet hear of any Damage done

it.

yNaples. 0#. 8. ‘The Portuguefe Squadron,
which {fome Time ago returned hither from
Corfu, is refitted and fupplied with Provi-
fions, fo that they only flay for a fair Wind
to fail for Lisbon. A Venetian Man of War
named 8t. Pio, which in a Storm bad loft all
her Mafls, and was towed into Reggio by one
of the Portuguefe Ships, having been refitted,
failed fome Days ago for Corfu; but foon
after they were out at Sea the Crew mutinied,
killed four of the Officers and mortally wound”
ed the Captain: Sig. Bembo, a noble Vene-
;{,an, who ;aad ‘;hc Commang in Chief ljof

e Ship, efcaped their Fury by begging his
Life. &’bichpdonc, fome of tgcmgécrg for
carrying the Ship to Smyrna, otbers to Barbary,
but at length they agreed to came to an Anchor
about 20 Miles from hence, where about 260
of the Men went athore and difperfed them-
felves into the Country. Advice of this be-
ing brought to the Portuguefe Admiral, be
immediately fent out 2 Man of War, which
has brought the Venctian Ship into this Port,
where fhe will remain till Orders come from
Venice, whither an Exprefs is fent with an
Account of what has paflfed. A Party of Horfe
is fent into the Country, to feize thofe of the
Crew who left the Ship.

Lisbon, O, 25. The Portuguefe Squadron
is daily expe&ed from the Mediterranean, as
is. al{o the Fleet from Brafil. By Lefters from
the Bahia, which came by a Ship lately ar-
rived from the Azores, ’tis advifed that the
faid Fleet will bring but little Sugar, thale
Plantations being very much decreafed by the
Inquifition’s taking up the Planters, who are
moft of them reputed to be Jews; but the
fame Letters fay it will bring a confiderable
Quantity of Gold. Sig. Mocenigo, a Vene.
tian Nobleman, is on his Way to lEia Court, aa
Minifter from that Republick.

Vienna, O8.23. On the 19th at Night ar-
rived here Prince Eugene of S8avoy, and wale.
‘ed on their Imperial Majeftics, by whom he

was received with the greateft Marks of Ef
teem and Favour, and the Emprefs made him
a Prefent with her own Hands of a Sword,
the richeft fet with Diamonds that perhaps
was ever given on any {uch Occafion. The
next Morning his Highnefs received the Com-
pliments of “the Court on his glorious Cam-
paign. The Ele&oral Prince of Saxony is re-
covered of his Agdae, but has not yet been
at Court.
