“Notice” means all advertisements and state, public or legal notices
placed in the London Gazette;

“Publisher” means The Stationery Office Limited.
1.2 the singular includes the plural and vice-versa; and

1.3 any reference to any legislative provision shall be deemed to include
any subsequent re-enactment or amending provision.

2 By submitting a Notice to the Publisher, the Advertiser agrees to be
bound by these Terms and Conditions which represent the entire terms
agreed between the Publisher and Advertiser in relation to the publication
of Notices.

13 The Advertiser agrees to indemnify and hold the Publisher and/or (as
applicable) the Publisher's affiliates, officers, directors, agents and
employees harmless from all losses incurred (including legal costs), in respect
of any claim or demand, including threatened claims or demands, made
by any third party which constitute, or would if proved constitute, a breach
or threatened breach by the Advertiser of these Terms and Conditions or
any breach by the Advertiser of any law or an infringement of the rights
of a third party. The Publisher shall consult with the Advertiser as to the
way in which such claims are handled but the Publisher retain the final
decision on all aspects of the claim, including choice of instructing solicitors,
steps taken in litigation and decisions to settle the case.
