SCHEDULE

The following properties and land are to be included in the extensions
to the following conservation areas:

Adel-St John’s Conservation Area

• Starting at the junction of Church Lane and Back Church Lane, the
conservation area boundary follows the middle of Back Church Lane
road east before following the northern boundary around Headingley
Golf Course club house and car park. The boundary goes east before
meeting a field boundary which it follows in a north-easterly direction
before meeting a beck. The boundary then follows this beck in a south-
easterly direction before meeting Stair Foot lane and Stairfoot Bridge.
The boundary then follows Stairfoot Lane in a southerly direction.
Stairfoot Lane turns into Long Causeway at the junction with Back
