Part 5 of the London Local Authorities and Transport for London
Act 2008 shall come into operation on public highways in the London
Borough of Camden shall be the 4 January 2010.

Part 5 of the Act provides powers for allowing authorities to recover
unpaid Penalty Charge Notices issued for parking contraventions
committed by persistent evaders. A persistent evader is defined as the
“keeper of a vehicle who has three or more Penalty Charge Notices
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unpaid that are no longer the subject of appeal. The new powers
provided under Part 5 of the Act are as follows:

1. Affixing an immobilisation device after non-payment of at least 3
penalty charges

Under Sections 15 & 17, Councils can take additional enforcement
action in cases where three or more penalty charges remain unpaid in
respect of a particular vehicle. The Council will be able to authorise
persons to place an immobilisation device on the vehicle or remove
the vehicle to custody and dispose of it.

2. Removal of vehicles after non-payment of at least 3 penalty charges

Section 17 enables authorised persons to remove vehicles and deliver
them to the Council or to a person authorised by the Council for them
to keep. Such persons are referred to as a “custodian”. A vehicle may
only be removed under this clause if the authorised person has reason
to believe that there are at least three penalty charges outstanding in
relation to the vehicle.
The Council or the custodian may recover from the person who is the
owner of the vehicle when it was removed all penalty charges
outstanding in relation to the vehicle, together with a penalty charge
for its removal and a further penalty charge for each complete day or
part of a day on which it has been held by the Council or the
custodian. A further penalty charge may be recovered for the disposal
of the vehicle if it is disposed of.

3. Disposal of removed vehicles

Section 18 makes provision about the disposal of vehicles removed
under Section 17. The custodian may dispose of the vehicle by selling
it or dealing with it as scrap, so long as he has complied with the other
provisions of the section. If the owner disclaimed all rights of ownership
of the vehicle or its contents, they may be disposed of at any time.
Otherwise, the custodian must take certain steps before disposing of
the vehicle.

4. Taking possession of a vehicle

Section 19 contains provisions enabling a person to take possession
of a vehicle which has been removed and delivered to a custodian.
Before doing so, that person must satisfy the custodian that he or she
is the owner of the vehicle or that he or she is authorised by the owner
to take possession of the vehicle, and must also satisfy the authority
that the outstanding penalty charges are paid to the relevant authority
and that any penalty charges in respect of the removal, storage or
release from storage of the vehicle are also paid.

5. Payment of bond to secure removal

Section 20 enables a claimant to pay a bond, if offered the opportunity
to do so, to secure the release or removal of a vehicle which has been
immobilised under Section 17 or removed under Section 18. The
decision as to whether the opportunity to pay a bond should be offered
is for the person authorised to remove the immobilisation device or
the custodian and only arises if certain conditions are met. If a bond
is paid then a certificate is issued which may be displayed in the vehicle.
The certificate shall say that the vehicle should not be immobilised or
removed again under Part 5. It expires after the period for making
representations against the immobilisation or removal has expired. If
such representations are made, Schedule 2 to the Act provides that a
further similar certificate must be issued.

6. Claim by the owner of a vehicle after its disposal

Section 21 makes provision for the claiming of vehicles from a
custodian after a vehicle has been disposed of. It provides that the
custodian must pay to the claimant, (if he is satisfied that the claimant
was the owner of the vehicle at the time that it was disposed of), a
sum equivalent to the proceeds of sale less the penalty charges and
other charges which would have been payable had the vehicle been
claimed before it was disposed of.

7. Issue of penalty charge notices on release or recovery of vehicle

The Council can serve a penalty charge notice on the owner of a vehicle
where an immobilisation device has been removed under direction of
the Council pursuant to section 15(4), details of the address of the
owner are provided or a claimant takes possession under section 19.

8. Process for appeal

Under Schedule 2 to the Act enables representations and appeals to
be made in respect of the immobilisation or removal of vehicles under
Part 5. It also ensures that notice is given of rights to make
representations and rights to appeal to an adjudicator.

9. Levels of penalty charges

Section 24 enables, by reference to sections 74 and 74A of the Road
Traffic Act 1991 and regulations under section 88 of the Traffic

Management Act 2004, the Council to set the levels of penalty charges
under Part 5.

Where the Publisher has accepted a
Notice for publication, the Publisher shall have discretion to refuse to
publish where the content of the Notice does not comply with legislative
or procedural requirements (guidance on both is available from the
Publisher). In such instances, the Publisher shall notify the Advertiser of the
action required to remedy any deficiency and publication shall not take
place until the Publisher is satisfied that such action has been taken by the
Advertiser.
6 The Publisher (including affiliates, officers, directors, agents and

12 To the extent permissible by law the Publisher excludes all implied
warranties, conditions or other terms, whether implied by statue or
otherwise.
13 The Advertiser agrees to indemnify and hold the Publisher and/or (as
applicable) the Publisher’s affiliates, officers, directors, agents and
employees harmless from all losses incurred (including legal costs), in respect
of any claim or demand, including threatened claims or demands, made
by any third party which constitute, or would if proved constitute, a breach
or threatened breach by the Advertiser of these Terms and Conditions or
any breach by the Advertiser of any law or an infringement of the rights
of a third party. The Publisher shall consult with the Advertiser as to the
way in which such claims are handled but the Publisher retain the final
decision on all aspects of the claim, including choice of instructing solicitors,
steps taken in litigation and decisions to settle the case. The Advertiser
shall provide, at its own expense, such co-operation and assistance as the
Publisher may reasonably request, including the provision of witnesses,
access to premises and delivery up of documents.

The Publisher may require the
Advertiser to amend the Notice at its own cost before it agrees to re-publish
the Notice if it is capable of rectification to avoid the claim or threatened
claim. Any reinstatement of the Notice shall be at the sole discretion of the
Publisher.

17 The Advertiser accepts that the Charges may be amended from time to
time and will be payable at the rate in force at the time of invoicing unless
otherwise agreed by the Publisher. The Charges must be paid by the
Advertiser in advance of publication unless other requirements of the
Publisher (as determined from time to time) are notified to the Advertiser.
18 If the Advertiser wishes to make a Complaint then please refer to the
Gazette office.
19 A person who is not a party to these Terms and Conditions has no right
under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term
of these Terms and Conditions but this does not affect any right or remedy
of a third party specified in these Terms and Conditions or which exists or
is available apart from that Act.
20 These Terms and Conditions and all other express terms of the contract
shall be governed and construed in accordance with the Laws of England
and the parties hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English
courts.
