The proposed order would not authorise the construction or alteration
of a project or confer development consent. Accordingly, Council
Directive 85/337/EEC on the assessment of the effects of certain
public and private projects on the environment (as amended) which is
codified by Council Directive 2011/92/EU (as amended by Directive
2014/52/EU) does not apply to the proposals and no environmental
statement has been supplied.
